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Recorder’s Report

Hi All

December Outing — Mulwala Cod Classic

Nine CFC members took on the Cod Classic this year, and with every year we get a little more experience and
our Cod captures improve. Kate Johnson weighed in (or should I say measured in) the biggest Cod for our club
at 76cm, Ben Lemmon followed closely with a 72cm Cod. There were several other fish weighed in, Kate
landed another Cod around 58cm, Darren Hossack landed a 55.5cm Cod and a Carp of 4.20kg, Andrew
McGovern caught a Golden Perch of 52cm, and Andre was robbed at the measuring station apparently his 55cm
Cod was 54.999999cm. Stacks of Cod were caught in the 50-55cm range which would’ve been accepted last
year had the size limit not been increased. It will be very interesting next year when it’s bumped up to 60cm...
that’s a decent Cod.

The standout member was Kate Johnson who cast a Mumbler all weekend until she had blisters. She was well
and truly rewarded with two legal Cod.

Darren Hossack managed to take a swim while landing a Carp, luckily Darren managed to hold his rod and
nothing was lost overboard, and he still boated the fish! Possible Mario Manoeuver material there!

In summary the Cod Classic had around 2500 entries this year slightly down from last year, possibly due to
rumours that it wouldn’t be held due to low water levels. The biggest Cod caught this year was 100cm. The
organizers made it quite clear that the Cod Classic will go ahead next year even if the Murray has dried up!

Other Captures

The Bensley family recently fished Glenbawn and Windamere, and as per recent reports on Windamere they got
stuck into the oversized Golden Perch. The most outstanding capture was a Golden Perch of 6.46kg on 3kg line
by six year old Lachlan Bensley! Lachlan also landed a Golden Perch of 4.08kg on 3kg line from the bank at
Windamere, and an Bass of 0.825kg at Glenbawn. Older brother Thomas weighed in 8 Golden Perch up to
1.45kg and a Bass of 0.78kg at Glenbawn, and a couple of Golden Perch from Windamere the best going
2.83kg on 3kg line. Scott Benley even managed to land a few, his best Golden was 5.55kg on 3kg line at
Windamere.

David Stacy weighed in his first few fish of the year, Dusky Flathead of 0.25kg on 2kg line from the Tomakin
River, and another Dusky Flathead of 0.35kg on 2kg line from the Clyde River. Well done David, I’m sure
we’ll see you catch a real big one sometime soon!

The Stanfield’s fished at Jindabyne earlier in the month, Jamie reported that the fishing was fairly quiet. Tom
caught a Rainbow Trout of 0.50kg on 1kg line.

David Walton went further ahead in the Club Championship with a European Carp of 4.20kg on 1kg line from
Ginninderra (336 points), and a Redfin Perch of 0.56kg on 1kg line from Lake Burley Griffin (56 points). Dave
has a very healthy total in the Freshwater Championship, and it’s hard to see anyone catching up to him this
year!

David Jenkins got stuck into the Albacore at the Moruya Canyon’s, he tagged ten of them which were our first
taggings for the year.

Personally I’ve managed to do a fair bit of Carp fishing over the last month, I’ve caught plenty with my best
going 6.54kg on 3kg line. I also caught a few undersize Cod at the Cod Classic.
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Merry Christmas to everyone! | hope you have a great holiday break with plenty of fishing involved! I’ll see
you all at the Club Meeting on the 9™ of January to collect the capture forms!
