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Recorder’s Report

Hi All
Tuross Outing

The January outing to Tuross was always going to be popular after the success that
was had last year (Two Jewie, 4.90kg Flathead etc). Sixteen Members attended the
Outing and recorded 35 fish, including 28 Dusky Flathead, 8 Yellowfin Bream, 2
Flounder, 1 Yellow-Eye Mullet, 1 Silver Trevally, 1 Smooth Ray, 1 Brown Ray, 1
Sand Whiting, and 1 Black Bream.

Ben Lemmon caught the heaviest Flathead at 2.58kg on 2kg. Other kilo plus
Flathead caught by Ashley Lemmon 1.57kg on 2kg, Chris Head 1.90kg on 2kg, and
Andrew McGovern 1.09kg on 1kg.

The standout captures apart from the Flathead were two Rays caught by Andy
McGovern. The first being a Smooth Ray of 11.40kg on 1kg (Lurecasting), and the
second a Brown Ray (otherwise known as an Estuary Ray) of 6.74kg on 1kg.

Chris Lemmon didn’t catch any spectacular fish but he scored himself 7 All Tackle
Points for the Outing, which was equal with Andy McGovern. Ashley Lemmon scored
4 All Tackle Points putting her out in front of the pack in the Sub-Junior All Tackle.

CFC Carpathon

The Carpathon was held on the 20™ of January with 28 Members and Visitors
attending (14 were Juniors). Unfortunately the weather wasn't the best, it was really
unsettled and it didn’t help the fishing.

There were 17 Carp caught in total for a total weight of 33.70kg, the average weight
being 1.98kg. (Last year we had 40 anglers, 26 Carp caught, for a total weight of
44kg, average 1.69kQg)

Other Captures

Jamie and Tom Stanfield fished Burrinjuck mid January and Tom caught a Murray
Cod of 2.40kg on 2kg, a European Carp of 1.50kg on 1kg, and a small Redfin at
0.10kg on 1kg. We haven't had many Masters Cod in the last few years, so well done
Tom. These captures have taken Tom to the lead in the Junior Championship, which
is looking very close this year!

Personally | haven't had much time to fish lately but | have managed to squeeze in a

few Carp sessions. Some of the better Carp I've landed since the last Newsletter
were 5.96kg on 4kg, and 6.88kg on 2kg.
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Darren Hossack and Andrew McGovern fished Burrinjuck Dam and targeted Carp
lurecasting. Darren’s captures included Carp of 2.40kg, 3.45kg, and 3.68kg on 1kg.
Andy’s Carp weighed in at 2.81kg, 3.05kg, 3.25kg, and 3.62kg on 1kg.

Andy McGovern also fished Windamere Dam with Chris Lemmon. Unfortunately the
Golden’s were not co-operating, but they managed a few large Eel-tailed Catfish to
salvage the trip. Andy’s Catfish weighed in at 2.41kg, and 2.48kg on 1kg. Chris’
Catfish went 1.96kg on 1kg. Andy also landed one ‘small’ Golden of 1.89kg on 1kg.

Brian Stacy had a session with Stewie Hindson at the Tuross Outing and applied his
newly acquired knowledge just a few days later to catch a Black Bream of 1.08kg on
1kg whilst popper fishing in the shallows on the Clyde River. Hazel Stacy landed a
Boardfish Sand Whiting of 0.50kg.

Shane Jasprizza, Chris De La Rue and | fished the ACT Boat Hire Monster
Carpathon on the 17" of February along with 300+ other anglers. We were hoping to
take out the $1200 cash prize! We ended up landing 16 Carp between us. Shane’s
captures included Carp of 5.30kg and 5.80kg on 1kg, and | landed the heaviest Carp
of the event at 7.70kg on 2kg (Unfortunately there was no prize for the heaviest fish!).
Shane was lucky enough to win one of the hourly prizes which comprised of a Rod,
Daiwa Reel, Plano Tackle Box, a couple of hats and $100 Cash!

I have included a list of Championship Captures to date; hopefully this may be of
some use if you've lost track of what you have caught this year. You will only see
your highest pointscoring fish of each species. Please remember that Senior
Members captures must be 25 points or over to qualify, and the fish must be caught
within NSW/ACT, otherwise they will not appear in this list.

It will be interesting to see the results of the February Outing to Brogo / Tathra, |
haven't heard any reports yet. Good luck over the coming month, I'll see some of you
down at the Narooma Convention.
