entering land

Recorder’s Report 
Hi All 
 
 Well it’s that time of year again, 2007/08 is over and we head on into 2008/09. 
 
July Outing - Shellharbour 
 
The July Outing was held at Shellharbour, the attendance was poor (2 Members as 
far as I’m aware). I’m yet to receive the Outings Book, but Pat Luttrell reported there 
were a lot of undersized fish caught, and a lot of Blue Swimmer Crabs stealing bait. 
Even the Crabs that managed to get tangled were undersize. I will report more when 
it comes to hand. 
 
Other Captures (Inc. 2007/08 and 2008/09) 
 
Chris Clark, Colin Clark, and Rod Drayton have submitted captures from a recent 
Hawkesbury Hairtail adventure, and this time they had success! Apparently Rod 
pulled up a Hairtail in the first half hour! It weighed in at 1.92kg. Colin scored himself 
two Hairtail the best one going 1.85kg on 2kg line, as well as a Dusky Flathead of 
1.02kg. Chris didn’t catch any Hairtail but he did catch a Tailor of 1.02kg on 2kg line, 
a Mulloway of 0.90kg, a Dusky Flathead of 0.72kg (on a handline), and a Numb Fish 
of 3.30kg (Numb Fish are a type of Electric Ray – unfortunately not an eligible ANSA 
species but an interesting Capture, apparently they’re capable of producing a severe 
shock, causing temporary paralysis) 
 
Rod Drayton also travelled to South Australia again this year fishing around Greenly 
Island, and Pearson Island and he caught some impressive fish. These included 
Southern Bluefin Tuna of 18.20kg on 24kg line, and 14.10kg on 10kg line, a Blue 
Groper of 10.80kg on 24kg line, a Barracouta of 2.71kg, a King George Whiting of 
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0.82kg, a Red Snapper of 2.30kg (Similar to a Nannygai), and a Horseshoe 
Leatherjacket of 0.78kg. 
 
Andrew McGovern fished Mallacoota for a Masters Luderick of 0.96kg on 1kg line 
(Lurecasting). 
 
Mel Marlborough did a spot of Carp fishing at Lake Burley Griffin and landed Carp of 
3.36kg, and 4.52kg on 1kg line, and 2.56kg on 2kg line. Mel also caught a few Redfin 
at secret lake, this time on fly!!!! They weighed in at 1.22kg, and 1.08kg on 1kg line. I 
had to look twice at the capture form but they were definitely marked as Division “3”. 
Well done Mel! 
 
Personally I’ve done a few trips to Jindabyne with limited success, Ben Lemmon 
landed a Rainbow Trout of 1.06kg literally about 10 seconds after starting a day’s 
trolling, I didn’t even have my rods unpacked yet! 
 
I also spent a day out at Ginninderra trying to tempt one of the lakes monster Carp, 
the best I could manage was a 5.54kg model, which I was relatively happy with given 
it’s the middle of July. 
 
There isn’t much point displaying the Championship standings at this point in time as 
there really isn’t a lot to see, however I will show the rather short list of Boardfish 
captures for the first two weeks of 2008/09.

Don’t forget about the new ‘Total Length Trophies’ being introduced in 2008/09 there 
is one trophy for total length of Flathead caught (any species of Flathead counts), 
and a separate trophy for the total length of Golden Perch caught. These captures 
will need to be submitted individually on capture forms, so if you catch 40 flathead 
you need to fill out an individual line on a capture form for each fish caught, the same 
as we do with fish being submitted as a weighed capture. Don’t send me a form with 
“7.2 metres of flathead” written on it. Quantity is the key for this trophy, but as you 
would expect we are encouraging ‘Catch (Measure) and Release’.  
 
You can find a copy of the new capture form on the Club Website, the new form is 
basically the same but it has a new field for length. I will still be accepting the old 
capture forms but you’ll have to squeeze the length in somewhere. 
 
ANSA is also introducing a new Masters Division “All Tackle”, this is a length based 
Masters and line class does not apply. The ‘Trophy Lengths’ can be found in the 
updated ANSA Rulebook which can be downloaded from the ANSA national website 
(www.ansa.com.au). I have been informed that ANSA NSW will be reviewing the 
‘Trophy Lengths’ and have the ability to adjust them to suit NSW conditions. For 
example a Snapper of 80cm in NSW would be considered a monster, where in SA an 
80cm snapper wouldn’t raise an eyebrow. 
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Several other important changes have been made, a witness now needs to be only 
14 years of age or older (down from 16), and Lurecasting has been redefined as

‘Lurefishing’. There is further explanation on what constitutes ‘Lurefishing’ with 
regards to soft plastics, and jigging. There are lots of changes in their so check it out, 
I’ll try to print out a few copies and bring them to the next meeting. 
 
That’s about all for me this month, it has been a pleasure being Club Recorder for 
2007/08, I hope you all catch some top fish in 2008/09.
