EPIRBS — DID YOU KNOW?

An EPIRB (Emergency Position Indicating Radio Beacon) is required by law on all boats over
8m operating more than 2NM from shore, and recommended for all vessels under 8m. There
are a couple of different types of EPIRBS.

The current monitoring network for the older 121.5/243 MHz EPIRBs will be switched
off in February 2009. After this date, only the 406 MHz digital beacon signals will be
monitored. The 406MHz ones are registered in your name and you can hominate up to 4
vehicles (boat, car or aircraft) for each one.
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As such, I'm guessing most people with blue water boats may want buy a new 406 MHz
EPIRB in the near future. If you do want one, let me know and | will look at approaching
our sponsors to organise a bulk buy. I will be upgrading mine for sure.

Recorder’s Report
Hi All
The 2007/08 Season is almost over, please remember to have your Capture forms to me by

the 14" of July, if you want your captures to be included. The Championship is fairly close so
one or two exceptional captures could make a lot of difference to the final results.

May Outing - Bermagui

The May Outing to Bermagui was attended by 6 Club Members who recorded 6 fish including
2 Australian Salmon, 1 Albacore, 1 Yellowfin Tuna, 1 Common Shovelnosed Ray, and 1
Tailor.

Dave Jenkins and Brian Stacy fished offshore on Dave's boat. Dave landed a Yellowfin
(approx 10-15kg) and Brian landed an Albacore (around 6kg).

The Colin and Chris Clark fished at Wallaga Beach. Chris caught a ‘Common-nosed Shovel-

Ray’ of 1.78kg on 2kg line and an Australian Salmon of 1.83kg on 2kg line. Colin caught an
Australian Salmon of 1.87kg on 2kg line, and a Tailor of 0.72kg on 2kg line.

June Outing — Narooma
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The June Outing to Narooma was attended by 18 Club Members who recorded 53 fish
including, 7 Australian Salmon, 7 Snapper, 7 Maori Wrasse, 6 Slimy Mackerel, 5 Dusky
Flathead, 4 Blue Morwong, 4 Leatherjacket, 4 Tailor, 3 Silver Trevally, 2 Albacore, 2 Sand
Flathead, 2 Sweep, 1 Sand Whiting, 1 Yellowfin Bream, 1 Yellowfin Tuna, and 1 Australian
Bonito. You could say it was an “All Tackle-a-thon”!

There were a few good Captures:

= Frank Res caught a Yellowfin of 15.03kg on 15kg line.

= Geoff De La Rue and Brian Stacy caught a small Albacore each (approx 4kg) on a
Charter apparently they were 30km offshore.

= Greg Davis caught a Bonito of 2.38kg on 6kg line.

= Shane J and crew caught 20 something legal Snapper in a hot bite somewhere off
Montague Island.

= The Lemmon’s did a day trip to Pambula and returned with a couple of decent sized
Dusky Flathead, they weren’t weighed so they must've been caught on cable.

The 2008/09 Season

Hope everyone gets a good start to the 2008/09 Season. Why not see if you can get yourself
up the top of the Championship in 2008/09. It's a friendly Competition and most members will
freely share information to help you catch whatever species you are chasing.

The key to scoring plenty of points is to use as line as light as possible, and target a certain
species. Once you've caught a decent pointscoring fish of that species move on and target a
new species. Why not give it a try you may find you learn a lot as you fish for a range of
different species you might not normally target!

Even if you aren’t that successful in the Championship you could break a Club line class
record, or catch the Best Fish (for Freshwater, Rocks, Estuary, Beach, Shark/Ray), or catch a
Board Fish (Heaviest fish of each species for the season), or catch an All-Time Boardfish
(Heaviest Fish of each species in the Club’s history)

In Season 2008/09 we're introducing two new length based trophies for Golden Perch, and
Flathead-All Species. It's based on an accumulated total so measure each fish you catch and
submit them on a capture form.

See you all at the next Meeting; don't forget to bring your Capture forms!

1. New CFC trophies for 2008-09 season!

The CFC Committee have introduced 2 new annual awards for the coming season. They are
open to everyone, not just ANSA members. Captures throughout the whole year will count.

A "Total Length Trophy", per species, will be awarded to the angler who records the highest
cumulative length for each of the eligible species during the Club year. Eligible species in
freshwater are Golden Perch and in saltwater all ANSA recognised Flathead species.

Copies of the revised By Laws including the new trophies will be available at the July
meeting (an incentive to come along!).

2. New All-Tackle Masters and Length-Based National Records for
ANSA!

ANSA have introduced a number of changes to the Rulebook which will apply from 1 July
2008. The new rulebooks will be up on the ANSA website shortly, but a summary is:

¢ Introduced the concept of a “breakaway” (similar to previous ANSA NSW rules),
allowing anglers to fish braid with a Pre-Test breakaway.

¢ A new “All Tackle Masters”, which allows the use of any line and is based on the
length of the fish. If a capture is over the “Trophy Length”, you get a Masters Capture
Certificate. Ten Trophy Fish and you get an All-Tackle Master Angler Award. It’s
that simple!

e All divisions have been extended to 60kg line class
¢ And the most exciting, a new All Tackle National Record Chart based on length is
being created. It will start blank, so everybody is in with a chance of submitting a
National Record. Any line is eligible, braid or mono.
The ANSA National Board and State Branches hope these new rules and awards will provide

existing members more opportunities and new challenges. Hopefully some non-members
will take another look at ANSA too.
