11. Avoiding unnecessary interactions with wildlife species and their habitats 
 

12. Practising courtesy towards all those who use inland and coastal waters 
 

13. Obtaining permission from landholders and traditional owners before entering their land 
 

14. Caring for our own safety and the safety of others when fishing

Hi all,

April Outing – Windamere Dam 

 

There were nine Club members who travelled to Windamere this year. Members weighed in 27 fish which included 13 

Golden Perch, 12 Eel Tailed Catfish and 2 Silver Perch. There were 16 Masters Capture certificates awarded as a result 

of this Outing. The fishing wasn‟t fast and you could wait a long time for a bite, or even blank a whole day but if you 

hooked onto a fish you were pretty safe to assume it was a decent one (unless it was a turtle!) 

 

Of the golden Perch there were two standout captures. One went to Dave Walton at 4.74kg on 2kg line (590mm) and 

another to Chris Lemmon at around 4.80kg on 1kg (555mm). I think Lemmo mentioned it was his best ever Yellow 
belly. 

 

The best Catfish went to Greg Davis at 2.77kg on 2kg line, closely followed by Dave Walton‟s 2.75kg Catfish. Shane 

Jasprizza caught 5 Catfish including two over 2.50kg. I think Shane has some good waypoints marked on his GPS at 

Windamere now, Catfish City 1, Catfish City 2, etc. We found it quite amusing that the AFN map of Windamere stated 

that Catfish were an „Occasional Capture‟. 

 

The Silver Perch were noticeably absent, I managed the only Silvers of the trip, and they were only small ones at 

0.69kg, and 0.71kg. 

 

Tom Stanfield completed his Sportfishing Masters with the Capture of a Golden Perch of 1.40kg on 1kg line. Tom also 
caught a Catfish of 1.78kg on 1kg line which I believe has broken a Club Junior Sportfishing Line class record that has 

stood for 15 years.  

 

Jamie Stanfield has also dispelled the rumours that he doesn‟t catch any fish with a Masters Catfish, Masters Golden 

Perch and a hard fighting 53cm Cod within the space of an hour. 

 

Other non fishing related incidents included the emergency landing of a light aircraft only 50 meters from where we 

were fishing due to low cloud trapping them in the valley. Shane was the Good Samaritan ferrying them back and forth 

from the plane to the Caravan Park, giving up some of his own time to help others. We housed and fed the pilots for a 

few nights, for all we know they‟re probably still stuck there. 

 
Also I was bitten /stung on the leg by a mystery spider/insect while standing by the side of the Dam. The area of the bite 

and swelling grew constantly and was a bit of a concern towards the end of the Outing as it was getting pretty large. A 

few trips to the Doctor and some antibiotics cleared it up. Still have no idea what it was, I will never know.  

 

Recent Captures 

 

Anthony Heiser caught a few Golden Perch at Googong; he weighed one in at 1.24kg on 1kg line (410mm). I met 

Anthony out there for a few afternoon sessions just before daylight savings ended and we managed to lose one Golden a 

piece. Anthony was busted off on the take with 1kg pre-test, and I had one slip the lure in the weeds. It‟s a good 

prospect from the bank at the moment as the water has receded killing off most of the weed beds which can make land-

based fishing very difficult at times. 
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Anthony also caught an Australian Salmon of 0.94kg at Coila Beach. 

 

I‟ve caught some big Carp at the Queanbeyan River the best going 10.20kg on 2kg, and other sizeable ones at 7.90kg 

and 7.58kg. 

 

Ashley Barber has added some more Golden Perch to his length tally and is now up to 9000mm. The best was 550mm 

from the Molonglo River. 

 
Tom Stanfield caught a Carp of 2.37kg on 1kg line at Lake Burley Griffin. 

 

The Stacy‟s spent some time at the Coast and caught a range of species. David accounted for a Sand Flathead of 0.50kg, 

a Snapper of 0.78kg, a Blue Morwong of 0.97kg, a Flounder of 0.32kg, and a Nannygai of 0.17kg, all on 1kg line. 

Chantel caught a Sand Flathead of 0.34kg on 1kg line. Brian and Hazel also caught a few legal Flathead. 

 

Fiddler Rays (Banjo Rays) Fighting Factor 

 

The Clark brothers have brought to my attention that Fiddler Rays come under the RHINOBATIDAE Family and 

therefore should be scored at a fighting factor of 1.0 (not 0.5) as specified by the ANSA Rule book. I have adjusted this 

accordingly in the Club Database. If you see anything that you don‟t think looks right feel free to point it out to me and 

I will investigate! So there you go, Fiddler Rays (and Shovelnose Rays) are excellent pointscoring opportunities for the 
Saltwater Championship.
