Shane Jasprizza Reports on Lake Burley Griffin

Notes on Lake User Group meeting — 12 August 2009

On Wednesday | attended the Lake User Group Meeting at the National Capital Authority (NCA), chaired by
the CEO Gary Rake. The following issues of interest to CFC were discussed:

Communications strategy for lighting of small boats

A draft was distributed and discussed. No changes to regulations (see below), but a recommendation that “small
un-powered craft” not covered by regs also show a white light. It was suggested that the wording be changed to
“all other un-powered craft” to be more inclusive.

Lakes Ordinance Act 1979 requires:

e Small power boats (less than 5m) to show a white light while on the lake between sunset and sunrise.
e  Sailing vessels need to show red port, green starboard and white stern lights

I raised the discrepancy between this and NSW Maritime rules, but the Chair suggested that Ordinances were
too hard to update.
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Lake maintenance and works issues

NCA involved in revegetation issues below Scrivener Dam. There is a proposal to put lights on the rowing
course markers at Yarramundi Reach. Navigation lighting at Black Mountain Peninsula was requested.

New paths at Jerra wetlands and Kingston Foreshore were being considered to complete the loop of East Basin.
Intention was for cycling groups to promote the lake ride as a national attraction. $2m has been put aside for
redevelopment of Bowen Drive road crossing

Blue-green algae and lake closures

ACT Health had revised their guidelines for closing the lake. Warnings only will now be issued for 20,000-
50,000 cells/mL. Previously, lake would close at 20,000.

NCA in doing a study on possible actions to reduce algae in the lake. Found that concentrations of both
algae and nutrients in the sediment were highest in East Basin, but high at all inflow points.

Possible short-term actions were to put in water circulation devices or a clay-based product put in the water.
Costs are in the millions for either option and there is no allocated budget at present. Concerns were raised over
the impacts of both options on fish and other water creatures and over stirring up potentially toxic sediment with
the circulation devices.

Longer term options involved looking at the sources and movement of nutrient loads, re-establishing wetlands
and riparian habitat. The Molonglo Catchment Group’s “Molonglo River Rescue” project was also mentioned.
Bridge projects

LUG requested that the Immigration Bridge people come to a meeting to discuss their plans, saying that media
releases were not good enough. NCA suggested a broader Community Forum, with LUG members as
presenters.

Also mentioned was a plan for a bridge at the Weston Park redevelopment, which wasn’t in the initial plan, but
seemed to have “snuck in” to later designs. Public consultation had closed.

RiverSmart Australia

CEO Bill Phillips gave a brief introduction of his group, who are set up to facilitate and promote projects to
improve river health. Focus was on community involvement and community based-projects.

He mentioned the idea of a “Celebrate the Lake” type of festival, involving all user groups and showcasing the
lake.

Fish stocking

I asked “who was the best person to speak to at the NCA about fish stocking”.

Response “We are in the very early stages of a coordinated approach with the local fishing clubs”.

The Chair said this would be welcome, especially if it took the workload off them and they just signed a cheque.
Peter Clark was the best contact and | committed to keep the LUG informed.

Also, there is a new All Tackle “Length Only” National Record chart for national records based on length,
rather than weight and line class. ANSA NSW has also introduced a State Length Only record chart for
captures caught by NSW members.
