Hi all 

Another month has come and gone, the Convention is behind us and it will be Christmas before you 

know it. I would anticipate a real increase in captures coming in from the South Coast over the next few 

months, hopefully we see some impressive fish coming in if the Marine Parks are doing what they’re 

supposed to! 

Recent Outings 

October Outing - Talbingo Convention 

Well I can’t really report much more on the Talbingo results as we’ve yet to receive our captures from 

the Wagga Club, I will post up a short captures report once the info comes through. Please note that the 

All Tackle results and your personal Championship Standings will be minus any captures made on this 

Outing for the time being. 

November Outing - Burrinjuck Convention 

I will leave it to others to discuss the ins and outs of the Convention and I will focus on the fishing and 

the results. We will have winners of all trophies posted up on a separate report in this Newsletter.  

The fishing was good despite the weather being cold and blowing in from the South-East, several club 

members caught fish with David Stacy taking out the Heaviest Redfin Junior with a ‘Reddie’ of 1.18kg, 

and Shane Jasprizza took out the Heaviest Redfin Senior with a 950g model. They were probably the 

same sized fish only David’s had a decent belly on it. 

Glen Malam scored the biggest Carp for our Club at 3.01kg on 1kg line. Unfortunately this wasn’t heavy 

enough to score us any St George’s Trophy points but still a good fish none the less.  

Andrew Butt took out the Native Catch and Release Trophy with 3 Golden Perch totalling 970mm. 

One thing that is a positive is the amount of Cod being caught, while no-one caught any real monsters, 

most members that were targeting Goldens caught several cod around 450-600mm. This is a positive 

sign looking forward to our December Outing held in a couple of weeks. 

Other Captures 

The highlight of this months captures would all have to be from north of the border up in sunny 

Queensland. Albert Magassy caught a Barramundi of 1220mm at Kinchant Dam and according to others 

he could not speak for 10 minutes afterwards, they didn’t get a weight but it was estimated at just below 

30kg. 

Steve Bailey and Dave Walton also got in on the Barra action at Kinchant; apparently the first night was 

a good one with several Barra being boated. Steve’s best was 25kg on 10kg line (1190mm), while 

Dave’s best went 27kg on 15kg line (1180mm). Apparently after that first night the fishing tapered off 

with some cold weather that came through. 

Andrew Butt and Kate Johnson were also up in Queensland chasing the Barra, but didn’t submit any fish 

from Kinchant. They stopped off at Cania Dam on the way back and caught a mixed bag of species.  

Andrew caught a Length Masters Eel Tailed Catfish of 560mm, while Kate scored a Saratoga of 3.30kg 

on 1kg line, a Silver Perch of 400g, and a Bass of 450g, all taken lurecasting. 
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Anthony Heiser headed out to Jerra to chase Carp in the Duck Pond; he caught one fish at 1.28kg on 

1kg line. 

I’ve also been chasing some Carp (surprise surprise). I had another day out with Tony Steiner from 

South Sydney AFA at Centennial Park in Sydney. My best Carp of the day was 10.79kg on 6kg line, with 

several other 7kg+ plus Carp landed. The best Carp of the day went to Tony’s mate Neal (also from 

South Sydney) his fish went 12.40kg on 2kg pretest and measured in at 920mm which they will be 

submitting for a new National Length Record. If you’re interested in getting up there for a fish let me 

know and I will pass on Tony’s contact details. I’ve also caught Carp locally up to 7.38kg, including a 

6.64kg Mirror Carp. 

Upcoming Outings 

Burrinjuck Outing – “Cod Opening Weekend” - December 3rd – 5th  

I’ve spoken a bit about this last month but now we’ve been to the Convention I can say that Burrinjuck 

is an impressive sight when it’s full, the last time I can remember it like that was back in the early to 

mid 90’s.  

As I mentioned there were heaps of by-catch Cod caught at the Convention, and with a bit of luck if we 

fluke some favourable weather conditions things could turn out really well. There were a few small 

Goldens about and with a bit more warm weather they should come on the bite a bit more by then. 

If all else fails you can always find a bank and throw a bit of corn out and pull in Carp until your arms 

get tired. 

Tuross Outing – January 22nd – 23rd  

After a long string of Freshwater Outings we’re finally back to the Coast. I haven’t been to this outing 

personally but everyone who attends recommends it highly and there are always a lot of captures to 

deal with afterwards. Plenty of Flathead, Bream, Whiting, Trevally, Tailor, Rays, as well as Salmon off 

the beach and EPs up the river. Then there is always the chance of a Mulloway. It’s always a popular 

outing so get in early to make sure you secure yourself accommodation. 

As I mentioned last month if you’re keen to do some lazy local fishing in the afternoons or on weekends 

let me know, we’re regularly heading out to the local lakes drowning some bait or flicking lures so don’t 

be shy and come along. 

I’m sure one of the other guys will promote this but next meeting we will be having a Tackle Sale/Swap 

meet. Bring along any gear you would like to sell or trade and work out how much you want for it, also 

bring your pocket money to pick up any gems you might find on offer. 

That’s all from me this month, hope you catch a few. See you all at Burrinjuck.
