Well the weather is a challenge at the moment but one great thing is that with all this rain the 

dams are filling up very quickly and all the creeks and rivers have great flows and getting a good 

flush out. Burrinjuck is reporting that it is now once again after 14 years at its full glory of 100% 

full. This should provide some great fishing for the Burrinjuck Convention if the weather is kind to 

us. 

Entries and sponsorship are starting to come in for the Burrinjuck Convention with only a few 

weeks to go. If you are intending to go please put your name down on one of the rosters to assist 

as we are a little light on at the moment. As we all know many hands make light work and I am 

sure you would like all members to be able to get some time to wet a line over the weekend. 

 

Lifejacket Reforms from 1st November 2010 in NSW 

NOTE: If your boat is under 4.8m you will need to wear a life jacket all the time at the 

Burrinjuck Convention to comply with the new rules. 

The major change that you all need to be aware of in our local (NSW) region is, boat owners in the 

under 4.8 metres category who wish to operate on Alpine waterways (Lake Burrinjuck, Lake 

Eucumbene, Lake Jindabyne, Khancoban Pondage, the Swampy Plains River, Mannus 

Lake, and all navigable waters contained within the boundaries of the Kosciusko 

National Park as reserved under the National Parks and Wildlife Act 1974 - NSW) will be 

required wear a life jacket at all times. Suggest keeping an eye on the maritime website 

http://www.maritime.nsw.gov.au/wh/lifejacket_reforms.html as other area‟s like Googong Dam 

and it was suggested Blowering Dam could fall into this category.   

For those people who have the new inflating PFD type vests and have had them for over 12 

months I would suggest you check the manufacturer‟s requirement for servicing. If you are unsure 

drop into Kens Marine in Fyshwick or the NSW Maritime office and they will be able to help you 

out.   

 

Canberra Carp-Out 2011 

Well our application to the ACT Government Festival Fund for a grant to run the Carp-Out in 2011 

has been successful. So clear your diaries for Sunday March 20th 2011 to get involved in the 

Canberra Carp-Out 2011.  We were hoping to get started on arrangements for this event as soon 

as possible but have run into a temporary snag with access to Lennox Gardens were we have 

successfully run the event for the last 3 years being in question.  

Greg & I are working through this with the appropriate agencies to try and resolve the issue. We 

have had a preliminary look at some suggested alternative venues (Bowen Park, Black Mountain 

Peninsular & Weston Park) but each has limitations when compared to Lennox Garden‟s. Hopefully

As of a couple of days ago Burrinjuck hit 100% and is overflowing, this will be a fantastic 

sight at our Convention in only a couple of weeks, you could almost go fishing by casting a line 

from the Convention site. I can only imagine the fishing will be great. The only downside I can 

think of is there won‟t be much room to park cars and boat trailers anymore! 

Recent Outings 

October Outing - Talbingo Convention 

A total of eight members attended a cold and soggy Talbingo Convention. I don‟t have the 

captures yet but apparently the fishing was extremely tough, the water was like in chocolate 

milkshake and the weather was freezing cold. I‟ve heard there was only 40 something fish weighed 

in for the entire Convention. 

Greg and Rose Davis caught a Redfin each, Tom Stanfield caught a Rainbow Trout around 500-

600g, and I believe Chris and Sara De La Rue caught a few trout up at Talbingo Dam which 

seemed to be the pick of the 3 Dams.  

Anthony Heiser managed to get his car bogged on the banks of Jounama on Saturday morning; 

luckily the others were still around to tow him out because where he was bogged ended up 

underwater. He also spent some time trying to hypnotize yabbies while waiting for the fish. 

Will report more next month when I get the captures from the Wagga guys. 

Other Captures 

Anthony Heiser caught an Australian Salmon of 1.53kg on 1kg pretest off the beach at North 

Durras. It was his first Masters Fish off the beach, and he‟s now up to 8 species in his Sportfishing 

Masters. 

Shane Jasprizza and Darren Hossack ventured down to St Georges Basin. I believe the caught up 

with Big E for a few tips, and fished for a couple of days. Shane caught 7 legal Duskys up to 

480mm, and Darren caught 9 Duskys to 555mm. Shane also scored a Yellowfin Bream of 0.63kg. 

Shane also took the Kayak out to Lake Tuggeranong for a troll, he landed one Golden Perch at 

430mm and a few small Reddies. 

On the same Day Jamie and Tom Stanfield, Chris Head and I were fishing the bank at 

Tuggeranong for Carp. Tom caught a Carp of 3.84kg on 1kg pretest, and I caught a Carp of 7.99kg 

on 2kg braid, plus a few smaller fish. Plenty of fish splashing around on the surface but not much 

action in 11 hours fishing! 

Determined to get a few more Carp Chris and Natalie and I went down to the duck pond at Jerra 

and caught a few Carp. We caught a few decent ones, Chris accounted for a Mirror Carp of 3.60kg 

on 1kg, and Natalie caught one at 2.79kg on 1kg line. 

Brian Stacy fished Mallacoota and caught a few good fish, he submitted an Australian Salmon of 

1.35kg on 1kg line, which knocks Jamie Stanfield‟s Hawkesbury Flatty out of the Best Fish Estuary 

by 1 point! 

Brian also caught a few Snapper off Moruya, the best going 1kg neat.

Fishing Reports 

 

Mallacoota

For the September school holidays, the Stacy family packed up the boat and car to go 

fishing at Mallacoota.  We left on Saturday morning about 7.30 am and travelled via 

Nimmitabell (where we stopped for morning tea) and then down through Bombala.  We 

arrived at Mallacoota about 12.30 where we had arranged a house for the week.  We 

didn‟t get to fish on Saturday as we had to get food and have a quick look around town.  

I caught one salmon on Sunday but we only went for a couple of hours since I had 

arranged a day out with Stuart Hindson and knew it was going to be a big day out for 

David and I. 

I booked Stuart for the day but he kindly agreed to let Hazel join us for half the day.  We 

met up with Stuart at 7.45 am at Gipsy Point.  As we were getting ready to head out, 

Kooka from Tackle World Canberra turned up. You just never know who will turn up at 

boat ramp looking for information on where the fish are biting.  So off we went.  

Our main target fish was Bream.  Stuart told us from the start that it was going to be a 

hard day out on the water as the barometer was falling and the fish were schooled up to 

spawn and when they took a blade, the hit was going to be as light as light.  Not much 

into the first drift, we had our first and only double hook up for the day.  David hooked 

up some nice bream.  

 

By midday, we had 5 bream in the live tank, a trevally and some flathead.  We then 

headed back to the boat ramp to drop off Hazel and, to my surprise, David left me too.  



Stuart and I then headed downstream for the afternoon where we managed to get more 

bream and 66cm flatty. 

 

And a trevally came at me that quick that I could not wind the reel fast enough and then 

just missed out on it jumping into the boat without being netted.  At the end of the day, 

we landed 13 bream, 5 trevally and 4 flathead. 

The rest of our time there was not good as the temps got colder and it was wet, windy 

and it hailed.  I was cold with club jacket and dry as bone on with beanie on and yet I 

still got frost bite on my ears.  I didn‟t catch any more fish and despite fishing the same 

spots as I fished with Stuart.  Given the cold, wet and windy weather I experienced on 

my trip, I will probably leave it to the warmer months before visiting Mallacoota again.  

For those wishing to fish at Mallacoota, it is well set up for fishing with good jetties at all 

the boat ramps.  It is a four hour drive from Canberra and making it an extended 

weekend fishing destination.  If you are interested in fishing with Stuart Hindson, check 

out his website on http://www.ausfishing.com.au/ (or check the link on the CFC‟s 

Sponsors/Links page).  Stuart also fishes Batemans Bay, Tuross, Narooma, Merimbula, 

Pambula, and Wonboyn Lake.

OUTING REPORT  

SEPTEMBER OUTING – JINDABYNE (KALKITE) 

Jindabyne would have to be one of my all-time favourite places to fish.  You never know 

what waits around the corner with the chance to catch Rainbows, Browns, Brooks and 

Salmon.  What also makes this one of the best outings on the Club calendar is the 

quality and ambience of the accommodation provided by Patrick and Katrina of Highland 

Lodge (refer separate piece in this months newsletter).  This year we had 13 members 

fish the outing although not all stayed at Highland Lodge. 

 

For those who have known me for a long time I have been chasing a lure-casting 

Masters Brown Trout for 20 years and this has proven to be a “bogey” fish for me.  I 

have many in the high 90 points but just can‟t seem to crack the ton.  Maybe this would 

be “my time”. 

 

Arriving just before 5pm on the Friday and with some daylight left Tom and I decided to 

check out the ramp at Kalkite and perhaps walk the bank lure-casting until dark.  We 

rigged up with a soft plastic for Tom (recommended following the Tackle World Expo 

talks) and a Rapala minnow for me and set off.  Utilising the stealth approach and 

instructing Tom on the go we covered a bit of territory in the hour that followed and just 

on Dark, Tom yells out “I‟m on” and guess what.  First time out trying lure-casting for 

Trout he scores a 1.72kg Brown on 1kg pre-test mono for his Masters (and a NSW Junior 

record to boot).  A very healthy fish that took a liking to his soft plastic in amongst the 

flooded grass tufts on the lake edge.  It hit in less than a foot of water and only 6 feet 

from the bank.  With his prize capture in hand and rubbing my nose in it as often as 

possible he headed off to tell all the other members of his success.   

 
Back at Highland Lodge Tom‟s fish was put next to a fish Ben Lemmon had caught that 

afternoon and it was agreed that Ben‟s was indeed an Atlantic Salmon.  With quality fish 

apparently around and a favourable weather forecast everyone looked forward to the 

following day.  I cooked dinner for Tom and I and then headed to the “common” room 



for the Plasma TV and Friday Footy with a Bottle of my favourite Red.  Unfortunately the 

Raiders were pipped at the post but the company and the red helped quell the 

disappointment. 

 

Saturday morning came around too quickly (perhaps the second Red was not such a 

good idea?).  Anyway we did get going, albeit a bit later than originally hoped for, and 

enacted the plan to lure cast the shallows first up, then troll in the deeper water for a 

while, and after that find a good bank, have some Brunch, and drown a bait or 2.  All 

went to plan except no fish were seen.  In fact it was not until 

early afternoon (on a second bank session) that Tom hooked up on his first fish for the 

outing.  This was a Brown Trout of 1.08kg and it took a rainbow Powerbait nugget.  

Shortly after that Ben Lemmon  

and Steve Borkowski joined us and Lunch preparations were underway when Tom‟s 

same rod went off again.  This proved to be another Brown Trout and it weighed 1.35kg 

and took a scrub worm this time around.  Not to be outdone, Steve then had a hit on 

one of his bait rods and caught a legal Atlantic Salmon.  A very beautiful healthy fish, 

although not a monster in terms of size.  Ben and Steve headed off after an hour or so 

but Tom and I persevered with the bait fishing as the wind had come up but no further 

activity resulted. 

 

Around 4pm the wind backed off again and we headed back out in the Boat for a lure-

casting session along the steeper side of Creel Bay and around to Waste Point.  A couple 

of follows and 1 hook-up that pulled free and it was dark again and time to call it a day. 

 

We had had reports of some other successes during the day when we came across other 

members but it was not until we had all “checked back in” at Highland Lodge that the 

real stories came out.   

Chris Lemmon caught a great fish with a Brown Trout of 3kg (645mm long) and a 

rainbow of 865 gm.  Steve Borkowski caught a nice Brown of 1.68kg lure-casting , and a 

couple of Rainbows around the 900gm mark to compliment his small Atlantic caught 

whilst fishing with us.  Keith Smith and Albert Magassy had a lean outing with some near 

misses but nothing to weigh in.  Apart from his Atlantic Salmon caught before the outing 

on Friday afternoon Ben Lemmon was also fish less for the outing. Glen Malam and his 

partner Karen trolled up a few fish, with an Atlantic, 2 Browns and 3 rainbows between 

them.  Andrew Butt came down just for the Saturday and got his regulation 2 ATC 

Browns and 2 ATC Rainbows. 

 

Dave Walton and Steve Bailey both caught fish with Steve weighing in 2 healthy Browns 

(2.2kg and 1.6kg respectively) as well as a ATC Rainbow, and Dave entering in a couple 

of ATC Rainbows.  Anthony Heiser had a pretty lean weekend with no fish.  Hendrik Maat 

caught the only Brook Trout for the outing off the bank on bait (380mm length).  I know 

plenty of long term resident Aussies that have been chasing one of these for years (me 

being one of those although I have netted quite a few for other more fortunate anglers) 

so you should be happy Hendrik as it is a very good species to tick off. 

Another bottle of Red and another Footy game followed the day‟s wrap-up discussion 

and all headed to their respective beds for a Sunday full of promise. 

 

Unfortunately the weather gods were too kind on the Sunday and with glassy conditions 

the fish seemed to just shut down.  We trolled for a few hours before resorting again to 

drowning a bait.   I eventually managed to get a fish for the outing catching a Brown 



Trout of 1.46kg on a scrub worm.  It was the only bite we had in over 2 hours in what 

looked like prime real estate.  Back at the ramp it became apparent that we were not the 

only ones that found the fishing hard on the Sunday with only 1 other fish caught that 

morning.  All up 27 fish were caught over the weekend (2 on the Friday afternoon) with 

Brown Trout being the most prevalent. 

 
All in all, another good Jindabyne outing whilst perhaps not quite reaching the dizzy 

heights of what it promised initially.  My thanks to all those that attended and made the 

outing what it was.  Being with people in a relaxed atmosphere and sharing a yarn is 

what I believe to be the greatest benefit of membership of the CFC.  I can‟t wait for 

Talbingo around the corner or for another crack at Jindabyne next year.

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Researchers & fishers team up to solve fish movement mysteries  

Industry & Investment NSW (I&I NSW) researchers and recreational fishers will work 

together to learn more about the movements and habitat relationships of key fish 

species in estuaries and coastal waters of southern NSW.  

I&I NSW Wild Fisheries Research Leader, Dr Charles Gray, said the project would 

investigate the movements and habitat of a number of fish species including 

bream, whiting, flathead, mulloway and perch using sonic tagging technology.  

“This project will use novel technologies to unravel the mysteries surrounding where and 

when fish move and what environmental factors stimulate such movements,” Dr Gray 

said.  

“This Saturday October 16 recreational anglers from the Batemans Bay area and 

members of the Basin Lure and Fly Fishing Club will be assisting researchers tag fish 

in the Clyde River.  

“Anglers will be targeting bream, whiting, flathead, mulloway and perch so that 

researchers can then do the necessary surgery to insert a tag before releasing them 

where they were caught.  

“Each fish will have a sonic tag inserted into its body cavity which sends unique signals 

to receivers or „listening stations‟ strategically located throughout estuaries and along 

the east coast.  

“I&I NSW has more than 400 listening stations already deployed in locations such as 

Sydney Harbour, the Shoalhaven and Clyde Rivers and most estuaries between the 

Clyde and Hunter Rivers will have „electronic gates‟ installed to detect fish passages.  

“The sonic tags can emit signals for up to ten years meaning that these fish can 

provide valuable data over a long time throughout a range of environmental 

conditions.”  

Dr Gray said that this project is another great example of I&I NSW and recreational 

fishers working together to improve the management of the State‟s fisheries resources.  

“This project is a great opportunity for the recreational fishers to get involved in 

important research into our fish populations,” Dr Gray said.  

“Part of this research is funded the NSW Recreational Fishing Trusts and is 

another example of how the revenue collected from fishing licences is used to 

safeguard our fisheries resources for future generations.”
