6. Understanding and observing all
fishing regulations and reporting
illegal fishing activities

7. Preventing pollution and protecting
wildlife by removing rubbish

8. Taking care when boating and
anchoring to avoid damage to wildlife
and habitat

9. Using established roads and tracks

10.Reporting environmental damage

11.Avoiding unnecessary interactions
with wildlife species and their
habitats

12.Practising courtesy towards all those
who use inland and coastal waters

13.0btaining permission from
landholders and traditional owners
before entering their land

14.Caring for our own safety and the

There were 2 Browns weighed in, the biggest at 1.91kg caught by Glen Malam trolling deep
diving hardbodies, and the other at 1.51kg caught by Tom Stanfield off the bank on a Scrub
Worm. Chris Head lost a brown at the bank due to knot failure luckily it was not a monster
but still probably 0.80kg or so.

Other Captures

Anthony has been up to Kalkite and caught a few Rainbows at the boat ramp on powerbait.

The Lemmon Brothers trolled Jindabyne (on the Buckenderra weekend) to test out Benny’s
new sounder and found the fishing was slow.

The Malam boys jigged up some nice Kingies to around 4kg on the weekend after the Kioloa
Outing.

I've caught a few large Carp at Lake Tuggeranong to 9.12kg, but the water is still cold so it’s
a long time between bites.

§ can still contribute to the Newsletter in some
form in the future, a feature article or two
perhaps. I'm hoping to focus on a few
fishing goals over the next year, so we’ll see
what happen.

Well the weather forecast was good as was the fishing reports for the area so I was very
much looking forward to this outing. Elected not to take the boat as last year with a bit of
rain and the ramp was not accessible with my vehicle, so was not going to take the chance
this year, we did get good results last year land based.

But as time ticked
by between bites the natives got a bit cold and
restless and Bear Grylls(aka Tom Jnr) went on
adventure gathering, hunting, jumping climbing and
making fire to amuse us all.

Eventually as the fog cleared and layers of clothing
could be got rid of as things warmed up one of
Jamie’s rods went off and Bear Grylls jumped into
action and made it to the rod first.

All hands on deck as this fish seemed to be giving
a good account of itself. The final result being a
very nice 1.5kg brown trout landed, and a very
happy angler. Throughout the day we all managed
a few more rainbow trout ranging 23 - 38cm, the
majority of then caught on orange power bait,
many returned to the water to mature for another
day.
