News & Stories  

Nowra Convention / St Georges Basin Outing  

The Nowra convention was held over the weekend of 17th – 19th February and the weather 

predicted for the weekend was rain, storms and lightening.  Fishing started at 6:00am Friday 

17th and the super keen Clark brothers actually arrive the night before so that they could get 

as much fishing in as possible.  Unlike them, I didn’t leave Canberra till 10:00am that 

morning and only arrived to sign-in at the convention at 1:30pm, so I was already 7 hours 

behind. 

I arrived at the house that we were staying in to find Jon Vogel unpacking and the Clark 

brothers having lunch, seeing the opportunity to organise a team mini session, I quickly 

unpacked and it was decided that the four of us will give Steamers Beach a try that 

afternoon. 

Steamers Beach 

Steamers beach for those who don’t know is located inside the Booderee National Park and is 

rumoured to be one of the best Salmon fishing beaches in NSW.  The only problem is the 

walk to get to the beach!!!  Here is a description of the walk on the national park website 
“This is a magnificent, isolated beach flanked by high cliffs and backed by steep sand dunes that are an 

unusual colour for Booderee and are thought to have been dumped there by a tsunami (a giant tidal 

wave). From Steamers Beach car park the trail takes you through tall eucalypt forest and tea-tree 

towards the coast. Then finishes with a steep flight of stairs.” 

 

As you can see, the beach is a beautiful beach, however what the description doesn’t say is 

that the walk is 2.5km from the car park and the steep descend was a 130m drop and let me 

tell you, when you are carrying full fishing gear the trip is not a leisurely stroll! 

Once we got there, we managed to find ourselves a spot in the middle of the beach and 

launched our offerings to the sea.  In the 3 hour session, I only managed two 32cm 

undersized dusky flatheads and the Clark brothers managed a couple of bream and a small 

ray.  However Jon managed to confirm the rumours of big salmon with 3 thumpers all above 

2.3kg and two would have been length masters if he was an ANSA member.  You can tell 

from the smile on his face that he was enjoying himself and he also managed a decent size 

fiddler ray as well. 



 

We decided to pack out bags and head home after the forecasted storms hit and we saw 

lighting in the distance.  That was when it dawned on us that the walk back up the steep hill 

after a 3 hours session on the beach in the rain was probably not the most enjoyable thing to 

do.  We’ll definitely think hard before deciding to trek out there again. 

Marlin Hunt 

During Friday night, it was decided that I would join Jon, Greg and Brian on his boat to go 

hunting for Marlin on Saturday, it was a 4:00am wake up and we were out on the water at 

first light. 

We launched at Crookhaven Heads and quickly found a bait school to fill our livebait tank for 

the day and within 20 minutes we were stocked up and headed out to sea for my first Marlin 

adventure. 

The dreaded storms that were forecasted for the day never came as we headed towards 

deeper water in beautiful conditions. 

 

There were plenty of boats out hunting for big fish and we were one of at least 30 boats out 

there so the competition was fierce.  We trolled for most of the morning and only managed a 

couple of follows behind our live bait, and during this time Brian mentioned that it took him 

12 trips before he actually got to see a Marlin, which really lowered our expectations for the 

day. 

At around 2:00pm the tide turned and we headed back to closer inshore and started to drift 

instead of troll for a change.  Then suddenly there was action on the rod tip and then the 



drag sounded off as we started to lose line; Brian being the captain of the boat jumped the 

queue (it was my watch to strike!), lifted the rod out of the holder and strikes at take.  

In a matter of seconds, all hell broke loose as the only experienced Marlin fisho was trying to 

reel in the fish, the three inexperienced crew ran around the boat like headless chooks in a 

cage and a series of comical events followed. 

Firstly, the fish was identified as a shark by Brian, which meant a change of tags was needed, 

except none of the crew has ever changed tags before.  Mass panic sets in as the crew tries 

to learn how to change tags and fit on the Shark tag. 

As the fish got closer to the surface, it became apparent that we did indeed have a Marlin on 

the line.  We quickly rushed to change tags back to the Marlin tag losing precious time to 

concentrate on the fish. 

Suddenly while all the commotion was happening, the Marlin got within 20 feet of the boat 

and stuck its head up to see what was going on in the boat, deciding that we probably had 

little chance of tagging it, it shook its head and spat the hook back at us narrowly missing 

Brian’s head and landing on the floor of the boat.  Then there was silence as we gathered 

ourselves and realised that we missed the chance to tag what was close to an 8ft (approx 

110kg) Marlin. 

On the way back to port, we received news that Shane Jasprizza tagged a shark in the 

afternoon which was welcome news as it meant the club had something on the board for the 

convention, plus at least the weather was good. 

Sunday 

Jon and I again went out with Brian on Sunday, this time it was to hunt for Kingies!  We left 

at 7:00am for Huskisson to launch Brian’s boat; however we ended up launching at Murray’s 

Beach in the national park at close to 8:30am due to roads being blocked for the triathlon 

that was running that day. 

We headed out to the middle ground not far from where we launched and the conditions were 

picture perfect with beautiful calm seas.  Again there were plenty of boats out there as we 

found a bait school and started to jig for Kingies.  Brian managed to jig up two Kingies and I 

lost one while live baiting.   

 

With that we called it a day and headed back to the house to record the capture before the 

12:00noon cut-off time. 



Over all it was a great weekend for me as I got to see my first Marlin up close and took some 

Kingfish home as Brian was kind enough to share.  I would like to thank Brian for taking me 

out in his boat again even after the Banana incident last time.

Friday 

The lucky ones got off work early but Mic Jewry & I (Chris Head) couldn’t get away until after 

work. From memory we left Queanbeyan about 5:40pm just as the rainstorm hit and we had 

it following us all the way to St Georges Basin. When travelling along Nerriga Road all I could 

see in the revision mirror was lightening. It was a good run Tarago way, managed it easily in 

about 2.5hrs with the boat and now only about 1.5km of dirt left which is being worked on. 

The storm hit SB about 10:30. 

Saturday 

With the storm gone the next couple of days weather wise was terrific. I had a plan to hit the 

east side of SB where previously I had dropped an est. 80cm flathead last trip. I was looking 

for a PB flathead this trip. Mic and I setup and within a few casts had a nice flathead and 

thought this is going to be great. But from then on it was very quiet with the odd fish. After a 

few hours and a lot of casts and lure changes we moved spots as not much was happening. 

We found a good school of fish on the sounder on our way to the next spot so we pulled up 

and eventually we had a few pro boats around us as it was 

the Squidgy Southern Bream Series over the weekend. Irony 

was we were fishing for flathead and what did I catch a 35cm 

bream, I think a few of the other boats were cursing as I 

released it, this fish managed to get me the length trophy for 

the Nowra Convention. 

We tried many spots during the day with mixed results and 

even found some leather jackets. Needless to say we went 

through a few plastics before moving on. Mic and I were just 

happy to be on the water even with slim pickings. 

Anyhow around 2ish the wind had come up and we were 

fishing an area over one of the artificial reef drifting, which 

started to produce a few bites after changing to a 3” Gulp 

Banana Prawn. We were on our second drift when I hooked 

up and thought another small fish until I couldn’t lift the rod 

and line started running, Mic asked “need the net”, I called it 

for a ray and said we’ll see. Took a little while but we 

eventually saw 

colour and no ray just a nice large flathead. So it 

saw the boat and took off, Mic manned the net and 

eventually we got it back to the boat & thought 

gee’s nets not big enough, but Mic was up to the 

challenge and in it went a nice 79cm 3.3kg lizard. 

Thanks for your efforts Mic cheering! 

Sunday 

So Sunday was a bit of a false start for us as 

someone forgot their wallet (rat fine) and Mic had 

to go back to the house to pick it up as I was not 



prepared to take the chance of an on the spot fine for not 

having my fishing or boat licence. We headed straight for the 

same spot that I picked up the good fish the day before and 

on arrival picked up a nice keeper but that was all for the 

morning. 

Finished up the morning with plenty of time to get back to the 

house and head to Nowra to put in capture forms, so we 

thought. So we headed into the traffic jam of the triathlon and 

only just made the cut off with seconds to spare, haven’t run 

that fast in a long time.  

Met up with Shane to hear he had hooked up with a 7ft 

hammerhead shark that ran that hard that started to melt the 

drag knob on his reel. Unfortunately after a great fight line 

parted before the drag failed. Shane also managed some 

fishing off the rocks and tangled with a few salmon that 

resulted in bust off’s until he picked up a nice 2.020kg salmon on 1kg line that with a good 

net partner was landed for some good points. By Chris Head 

Captures/Results 

For the outing the club recorded 29 captures, the standouts being Chris Head’s Flathead 

(79cm) and Bream (35cm) which took out the longest Flathead and Bream award at the 

convention. Shane Jasprizza took out the Rock Section for the convention with a salmon 

2.02kg on 1kg line for 242.2 points .  There was notable captures by Shane Jasprizza a 7ft 

hammerhead shark, Brian Stacy’s 2 Kingfish of 75cm and Jon Vogel Salmons going 58.5cm, 

57.7cm and 56cm.

There were also a large number of fat sand crabs out in 
the water as we also lost a lot of baits to them.

Fishing Club. He was crewing with Mario Imbriano one of our members and Brian informed 

me Gary Cairns, owner Tackle World Canberra was looking for a couple of crew. Needless to 
say I grabbed the phone and gave Gary a call and became one of the crew on his boat 

Apothecary for the event. 

The trip with Gary and crew (Kim, Richard & Joe) was 

bloody amazing and yes hard to come back to reality. 
We had a bit of everything. Friday weather was 

shocking bucketing down, heading up to 3m swell with 
25knot winds. We could only get a few baits saw no 
fish, had to come in about 2 hours early as weather 

forecast from Montague was it was going to get even 
worse. 

Saturday was flat as a mill 
pond unbelievable after 

Friday. Once again we had trouble getting bait so trolled North, 
Gary had looked up on the web and it showed warmer water 

north. We trolled all the way to Jervis Bay with water temp 
starting to drop, then on the radio we got reports of multiple 
marlin hook ups in 75fth off Brush Island. So we turned around 

and trolled back for a few striped tuna. By the time we got to the 
spot all had gone quiet. One boat Mr Hooker had tagged and 

released five striped marlin for the session we watched on while a 
number of boats hooked up. 

Sunday another nice day we were armed with burley and tuna 
fillets and found bait just outside Ulladulla Harbour, filled the bait 

tank in about 10 min. Then motored hard out to where the activity 
was on Saturday. Within an hour of trolling live baits we had a 
marlin on. Kim was on strike and put in a great effort; we tagged 

her striped marlin est. 100kg, but broke the tag pole clean in 2 in 



our effort to tag the fish. We had to make some 
running repairs, but we had the first fish for the 
day cheering. 

About 2 hours later we had a small marling come 

up to the left out rigger and the bloody thing 
could not get the bait down. Was so funny we slowed down, 
sped up dropped the line out of the out rigger and then all hell 

broke loose. We had 3 marlin behind the boat 1 hammering the teaser, we madly trying to 
pull the teaser in and feed it a live bait. The left bait got hammered 

and gone; the right one took off at 
speed. Not sure we would have 
handled a double hook-up. Joe my 

mate that came with us was on strike 
and he hooked up and played the fish 

for about 40 min. We tagged this 
striped marlin est just over 100kgs. 
Not sure if it was the rooky tag crew 

but this time the applicator came of the tag pole, there now is 
a marlin with a tag and applicator swimming around. We have a rough video taken on Joe’s 

Iphone waiting for a copy. Some great photos were taken by Richard the other crew member 
with a Canon camera with a big ass lens and we thank him for the shots of the fish jumping 

and beside the boat amongst others. 

So we got 2 striped marlin for the 3 days and 3 striped tuna. With 

every capture even though I was not on strike the heart was 
pumping and it was a big rush for all on board. So overall bit of 
everything and after the slow start I think we ended up 2nd overall 

in the comp. 

We also just touched the Batemans Bay bar on the way in as it 
was low tide sand spewed up but Gary had the boat out of gear 
at the time so no damaged done. They are going to be dredging 

the bar in the next few weeks. 

Oh that’s right on Sat out near the shelf we saw what we thought 
was a huge bait school and as we got closer it was a huge 
multiple pod of dolphins must have been hundreds plus seals playing around, whatever they 

were after did not show on sounder so must have been krill or something, but this was 
spectacular. 

So a big thanks to Gary and the crew I had a great time and looking forward to the next time 
I can get out game fishing.

Murray Cod:  The reports for the weekend were again very good with some bigger fish between 70cm 

to 80 cm being caught. Deep diving yellow and green lures were again producing the fish in water 

depths of 6 metres plus. Local spinner bait manufacturer, John Wilson, has been making a 1 ounce and 

3 ounce spinner bait which can be trolled in deep water very effectively. John picked up 2 cod on 

Sunday morning with a red & Black version of the 3 ounce spinner bait. There are quite a few 

fishermen using these heavy spinner baits with a lot of success. [Frosty’s Spinner baits 62262880) 

Yellow Belly : Were again fishing very well on the weekend. Shrimp & Small yabbies were again 

accounting for most of the catches. The Gundagai fishing club were in over the weekend with some 

very good reports coming in. Col managed 7 Yellows in one morning bobbing yabbies in 18 metres of 

water. The fish were holding in mid water. The more common reports were of a couple of fish being 

caught from a snag and then moving around from snag to snag to find the fish. I would expect with the 

forecast rain in the catchment this week that the water visibility will decrease and the fish will be 

moving up into the shallows with the rising water levels and cooler water entering the system, so I will 

be throwing some lures around in the shallows on the next trip out. 

Redfin: again being caught on bait and lure, The bigger fish were being picked up by the bait 

fisherman bobbing near the bottom, shrimp, Worms & Yabbies. Trolling was producing a lot of smaller 

fish. I again managed a dozen fish on Sunday evening using Jackalls with a slow retrieve along the 

bottom. The redfin will also be on the move in the next week with the rising water. 

Carp :  Yes we have heaps, corn bread  & worms, thankfully not hitting the lures anymore. 

Park News:  Congratulations to Danny &Andrea from Wagga Wagga. Danny managed to catch quite a 

few fish over the weekend and get married on Saturday afternoon at Carrolls Creek. The reception was 

held in our conference centre and Danny managed to go fishing again on Sunday. What a wonderful 

bride you have managed to catch. All the best for the future.
