White Sands Tournament, Jervis Bay

Chris, Joe and I (Brian) headed down to Huskisson on the beautiful Jervis Bay to fish the 

White Sand Tournament on 23-25 November 2012. 

We were on the water on Friday 5.30am and head out of the heads where, once we reached 

the 60 fathom mark, we started fishing.  It was not long before my breakfast need to be 

regurgitated and out came the sleeping chair (camp chair) where it seemed to me would I 

spend most of my day.  So Chris and Joe were in charge as I was out to it. We managed a big 

fat zero for the day 

On Saturday, we managed to go out further, where we could not see land and the wind come 

up to about 20 knots and the seas did the same. About 3.30 pm the sounder went red and a 

reel screamed we were on. Joe crabbed the rod and started to hand it to me and I said „you 

can‟t do that, it‟s your fish‟. We land our first fish and no sooner we had the lures back in the 

water, Chris hooked up and then we had a fly bridge boat on top of us to the point of nearly 

cutting our lures off and spooking the fish. 

About an hour later it was my turn on the next fish and we finished the day with three for the 

table and one tagged. With the weather not improving, we headed home with a 30 nautical 

miles run back  

On Sunday, we decided not to fish as one boat tagged over 100 fish on Saturday.  Although 

Canberra Game fishing boats did not figure among the prize winners, there were plenty of 

fish – 159 albacore and 27 yellow fin tuna tagged and plenty also kept for the table. A 

capture of note was the one marlin weighed – a 180.2 blue marlin taken by Maria Carnevale 

on 15 kg which is an excellent effort. 

   

 



Fishing the White Sands Game Fishing Comp

Brian Stacy, Joe Xenikakis and I decided we would try our luck by fishing the OKUMA 

WHITESANDS GAME FISHING TOURNAMENT run by the Jervis Bay Game Fishing Club. We 

headed down to Huskisson on Thursday 22nd November about 3:30pm via Tarago & Nerriga 

Road making good time even though we were towing Brian‟s boat. This trip is easily done in 

less than three hours towing a boat.  

Brian found a house to rent 

right in the middle of town for 

the weekend which was within 

walking distance to the 

Tournament HQ. We unpacked 

and then headed to the pub for 

the briefing, dinner and a few 

cleansing ales.  

There was a good rollup for the 

briefing and we found out that we were mixing it with 200 anglers making up 54 boating 

teams. So it was back to the house to make sure we were ready 

for the morning and to get an early 

night. 

Friday 23rd and the alarms went off 

at 4:50 am to grab a quick breakfast, 

pack the boat and get down to the 

boat ramp, to a good looking start to 

the day. 

Out we headed to the 65 fathom 

mark and selected our lures and set 

the lure spread. Only a couple of 

hours into trolling and Brian declared 

he was not feeling the best and in 

short order left us no doubt to how 

he was feeling as he knelt over the side looking for fish. After this, Brian spent a large portion 

of the day in the sleeping chair. Jo and I took turns looking for signs of fish along the shelf at 

the first drop off, listening to the radio for hints of where we should try next.  

Friday was unfortunately uneventful for us other than seeing seals, 

penguin, sunfish and free swimming sharks. Others were reporting in 

captures of sharks, albacore, yellowfin tuna & a blue marlin. We 

caught up with Gary Cairns and the crew from Apothecary in the 

evening and compare notes over a couple of drinks as they had a 

similar day to us. 

Saturday 24th was another early start and another good looking 

morning.  Brian was feeling 100% and we headed out to the shelf 

again to an area where we had marked some bait the day before, 

lures out and listening out for any reports on the radio. Reports 



started coming in of fish further out so we 

proceeded to head to the second drop. Eventually, 

there was no land to be seen and Brian 

commented that he had never been out this far in 

his boat.  

We started to see a few bait schools and the wind 

started to come up as did the swell and chop. The 

seas started to get rougher as the day went on. 

There were a few other boats trolling the same 

area with the odd boat reporting captures of 

albacore and yellowfin tuna. One boat had found 

the mother load of albacore as they were reporting 

many tagged and release. We continued on changing 

lures until we eventually were lucky enough to come 

across a school and 

hooked up. After about 5 

minutes on 15 kg line a 

nice 9.6 kg albacore 

came to the boat. The 

fish was dispatched and 

the lines reset but in very 

short time, we were on 

again with another 

albacore of about the 

same size. Again lines 

reset and, again we were 

on this time with a 

smaller fish.  

As we were sorting this out, it became obvious that 

others had noticed our captures and decided to join 

us, a bit too close for our comfort as they nearly ran straight over a trolling line with us trying 

to wave them away…..not really the angling etiquette 

we had expected or wanted. We managed to tag one 

more small fish and the school was gone, spooked 

we expect. 

The wind and seas continued to get worse so we 

headed in. As we got closer to the Jervis Bay Heads 

we had a couple of waves hit the boat and the water 

came right up and over which was an experience.  

Along came another couple of rouge waves and we 

had to change our heading to run with the wave 

finding our speed went from 11 – 35 knots by the 

time we had ridden the wave through…Needless to say Joe had eyes the size of saucers a 

couple of times and has left his finger prints in the stainless rails on Brian‟s boat. Personally, I 

was very impressed with the way the cruisecraft and our skipper Brian handled the conditions 

and at no time did I feel unsafe. At the same time though, we were bloody tired by the time 



we got back to the boat ramp. But we were all smiles as we had all had a fish to show for our 

troubles. 

The weather did not improve much through the evening and we were all worn out from the 

day so we decided that we would not fish the Sunday and have a relaxing morning and slowly 

pack up and head home. We had a great weekend and enjoyed the tournament.  

Congratulations to the Jervis Bay Game Fishing Club.  We are looking forward to next year‟s 

tournament.

Snapper – Port Phillip Bay

 A couple of weekends back, Tom and I arranged a five hour charter trip to go Snapper fishing 

in Port Phillip Bay off Carrum (down towards Frankston).  The charter company “Red Hot” was 

recommended by our local Tackle Shop as being one of the best in the area. 

We opted for the afternoon charter session which left the mooring at 3 pm and returned at 

8 pm.  The day looked almost perfect when we woke up and went through a normal Sunday 

morning around the house but around lunchtime, the wind picked up a bit and by the time we 

got to Carrum and boarded the boat, it was a steady 15 knots from the south-west.  As a 

consequence, the bay was full of chop and white capped swell. 

We travelled through the Patterson River opening and into the Bay where it became very 

bouncy and remained so throughout the duration of the Charter, although the wind did back 

off a bit around 6.30 pm. 

Sharing the trip with three other anglers, we motored out to a “secret spot” that from my 

reckoning was about 3.5 km from shore.  We anchored up in 16 metres and proceeded to 

berley with Pillie cubes, chook pellets and a bit of Tuna oil. 

The Charter operator/skipper Simon ran six rods off the back of the boat with no weight and 

each one had either a pilchard with head cut off or a silver whiting similarly de-capitated on a 

snelled 2 hook rig.  In addition to this, he set up two rods each side with two single hook 

Paternoster rigs (weighted) and baited these with half pillies.  I found it interesting that he 

uses Mono exclusively as he believes it presents the 

bait more naturally than braid which does not go 

through the water in the same manner. 

The un-weighted baits apparently drift down to the 

bottom slowly and end up approximately 50-60 metres 

off the boat.  They quite often get taken on the drift 

down but this did not happen to us on that day.  The 

weighted rigs were just dropped over the side and 

when hitting the bottom just pulled up tight so the 

sinker bounced on the bottom with the rise and fall of 

the boat. 

Nothing much happened for the first hour but then we 

got a good run and as luck would have it, Tom was 

next to the rod registering the run so he got his first 

taste of Victorian Snapper.  After a couple of minutes 

of good fight he landed a nice healthy fish of 

approximatley 2 kg. 

 

Sharing the strike around ensured everyone had caught a fish before we started doubling up.  

Four nice Snapper, all around that 2 kg mark and a Flathead.  With the five fish on-board, 

Tom was “in the chair” again and as luck would have it, his next fish was the biggest for the 

day.  It was an impressive (for us anyway) 3.3 kg and just a shade under 69 cm. 

The fishing throughout the charter was steady but nothing like the reports you read in the 

magazines or see on the TV shows with multiple hook-ups and bagging-out in a short time 



frame.  Simon assured me that this does happen frequently in the Bay but that with the 

recent cold snap and the south-west change, the fishing had slowed.  A charter 3-4 days 

earlier had 15 fish up to 4 kg in under two hours.  With each angler allowed three Snapper 

that meant strict catch and release from then on. 

At the end of our trip, we had a combined nine Snapper and a good sized Sand Flathead of 

approximately 50cm.  We released about five smaller Snapper as well. 

All up a very good trip and we will definitely be using “Red Hot” again.  Simon Rinaldi runs a 

very professional business with high quality Penn equipment and a beautifully appointed full 

surveyed 7.5 metre boat that handled the choppy conditions really well.  It is nice to be able 

to stay warm and dry whilst punching through the prevailing conditions.

I‟m not sure what time those in 

Cabin 17 woke up but for those 

sleeping on the bunks in Cabin 

15, John‟s alarm went off 

around 4ish.   

At that time of the morning, 

everything was a bit of a blur 

but I understand John and his 

boat made it the boat ramp 

shortly afterwards where Luke 

was waiting.  Luke was unable 

to repeat his success with the 

Golden Perch at the Burrinjuck Convention but John caught the biggest Cod for the Club 

measuring a respectable 68 cm.

Kevin and Tim both launched 

their kayaks in front of the 

cabins and trolled lures along 

the banks. Glen and Karen 

offered me a lift out to Wade 

Island where I walked the bank 

and flicked a few lures without 

much luck.   

In the meantime, Chris and 

Wendie were having a ball 

fishing between the Bluff and 

the Dam Wall.  Wendie caught 

her first Golden Perch 

measuring 50 cm and (albeit 

undersized) Murray Cod measuring 57 cm while Chris caught a Redfin Perch and 49 cm 

Golden Perch.   

Most of us returned to the boat ramp 

around 11 as the weather started 

whipping up white caps out on the lake.  

John and Luke sent out a „come rescue 

me‟ text as their outboard broke down.  

Chris and Wendie came to John and 

Luke‟s rescue but a passerby got to 

them first and gave them tow back to 

the boat ramp.  Shane, who was also 

back at the boat ramp, reported only 

catching a series of undersized fish. 

I joined Chris and Wendie and we made 

our way to the Murrumbidgee Arm 

where we banked fish at lunch time.  

Wendie landed a 2.2 kg carp on yabbie, 

Chris and I flicked lures off the bank, 

Chris got some carp follows and I lost 

another two lures and snapped my 

Okuma Avenger reel trying to unsnag a 

lure.  Afterwards, we went trolling till 6 

pm and I landed a 42 cm Golden Perch 

on a pale purple stump jumper.

Both clubs joined for dinner at 

Lawlers around 7 pm.  After 

putting in long hours hosting the 

Burrinjuck Convention the month 

before, it was a real treat being 

spoilt by the hospitality shown 

by the Morven Fishing Club, who 

put on a fantastic BBQ dinner for 

us all.   

Sunday morning saw most of us 

fishing between the Bluff and the 

Dam Wall where both Brendon 

and John landed  a 64 cm Murray 

Cod each.  

I joined Chris and Wendie 

again in their boat.  The 

morning started a little quiet 

for us at first and all we could 

do was count the goats on the 

hills as we trolled our lures.  

The fishing gods only smiled 

on Chris in our boat – first 

with a small Redfin Perch 

followed by a 41 cm Golden 

Perch.  This was followed by 

another lengthy spell of goat 

counting when all of a sudden, 

Chris was onto a nice Murray 

Cod.  I had never seen anyone catch a legal size Cod before and it was thrilling to watch it 

emerge out of the murky water and then take off again.   

Chris used the electric to move away from the 

bank to keep the Cod away from the snags only to 

find the Cod wrapped his line around a submerged 

tree.  We had no idea which way the line was 

wrapped around the tree so Chris just spun the 

boat around hoping it was the right direction.  

Fortunately, his guess proved correct.   

Chris instructed me to „hold the landing net stead‟
