Tagging Guidelines

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How to Tag a Mulloway

When tagging Mulloway 60cm or larger with the DPI pelagic tag, the fish should
ideally be removed from the water before tagging. This enables accurate tag
placement, simplifies hook removal and allows more accurate recording of the
length and weight.

These single barb tags should be inserted by a hand tag pole, or by using just
the applicator needle, as they are designed to lock behind the bony structures of
the dorsal fin in order to stay in position and must be tagged accurately. This
position is highlighted in yellow on the above image.

Carefully remove one scale from the tagging area high on the fish’s back next to
the dorsal fin using the tip of the tag applicator. Make sure this scale is not on
the tip of the applicator then insert the tag into the fish's back where the scale
was removed, barb facing down towards the fish. Angle the tag so that it passes
through the bony structures (pterygiophores) that radiate off the fin into the fish.

INCORPORATING — SPORTFISHING NSW AND NEWTAG




Try to insert the tag at an angle of at least 45° to reduce water friction and then
twist the tag applicator before removing it. In effect, you should be trying to hook
the barb of the tag around one of these spines, which then locks the tag in
place.

Tagging Tips

e Tagging fish with excess damage following capture is not recommended.
This includes fish with excessive bleeding, eye damage or deeply hooked.

e Try to prevent the fish damaging itself on hard, hot, or dry surfaces, a wet
brag mat, foam mat or a wet towel can be used.

e For Mulloway ensure that approximately 50mm of the applicator needle is
exposed on tag pole.

One time at fishing camp...

It had rained heavily on the Friday
evening and continued to do so
until the early hours of the
morning. By the time we woke,
the rain had abated but the
weather was overcast and a lot
cooler than we had been used to
after the recent back to back
heatwaves.

Kevin launched his kayak into the
Crookhaven River at the Orient
Point Boatramp, followed by John
and myself in the S.S. Minnow.
Wendie and Chris followed soon
afterwards while Dino and Kristin

fished off the pier.

We decided to fish along a small rock wall on the Shoalhaven River near the junction with the
Crookhaven River. After not having caught a flattie since the Narooma Outing last year, I
couldn’t believe my luck when I landed a 38 cm Dusky Flathead on the second bounce of my
first cast.

Unfortunately, I was going to have to wait a very long time before I landed my second
Flathead for the outing. John and I spent the rest of the day carpet bombing many sections
of the Shoalhaven and Crookhaven Rivers. We had a few nice hits throughout the day. At
one point, we saw some monster tailor busting up on the surface. John had a massive hit
that peeled metres of line off this reel before he got busted off.

Meanwhile, Dino and Kristin were doing fine off the pier, with Kristin landing a 53.5 cm
Dusky Flathead off the pier. Chris also landed a 53.5 cm Flathead, while Wendie landed a 33
cm Tailor and Chris landed a 33 cm Tailor. Chris also earned himself a nomination for this
year’s Albino Shark Award after landing a Porcupine Fish on a Micro Mullet.

At some point during the day, Glen and Karen finally showed up...at St Georges Basin. While
it would be easy to poke fun at them for spending two hours to just catch three poddy mullet,
I guess the results speak for themselves. Glen got smoked on one poddy mullet, and landed
two decent Dusky Flathead on the other two.

The first fish for the outing fell victim to a 2 inch ‘Radioactive Rooster’ Atomic Prong on a % oz jighead.




Chris and Kristin both landed a 53.5 cm Dusky Flathead. Chris was using a 3 inch Pumpkin Seed Gulp Prawn
and Kristin was fishing with pillies.

Glen could have done some serious
damage to the other competitors at the
ANSA Nowra Convention.

Before heading back to the boatramp,
John and I fished the channel leading
into Oyster Bay where I landed a 44 cm :

to find more flatties.
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The heavens opened up when we returned to the cabins and I spent the rest of the afternoon
watching the Carlton v North Melbourne with Dino. Carlton had a very comfortable lead
which slowly got smaller and smaller in final quarter. My attempts to reassure Dino that this
was only a TV show fell flat but fortunately, Carlton won by seven points.

By early evening, it felt like the monsoonal rains had reached Nowra. Kevin and Chris had to
move the BBQ onto the balcony in order to cook dinner. After eating an awesome dinner
prepared by Kevin, we sat back and had a few laughs and watched the cricket before retiring
to bed.

The monsoon-like rain didn’t stop until 8 am on Sunday morning. Glen and Karen had to
return home early but the rest of us had one last fish before returning home. Dino and
Kristin again fished the pier — Dino landed a 48 cm Flathead while Kristin landed a 46 cm
Flathead and smoked by a monster Jewie. Chris finished the outing with a 42 cm Flathead
caught on a pink micro mullet.

John and I fished St Georges Basin. I've not had many opportunities to fish St Georges Basin
so this was a real treat. Unfortunately, while I hooked up plenty of times, every occasion
resulted in the fish throwing the hook or biting me off. One or two of those could have been
my elusive sportsfishing masters
number ten.

John had better luck, landing two
decent Flathead, the best
measuring 51.5 cm and weighing
0.72 kg.

However, the highlight for us was
what he didn’t catch. One fish John
managed to bring to the surface
before it threw the hook — when I
first saw it emerge from the depths,
I thought I was seeing two

Flathead. Instead, it turned out to be one very fat 90 cm lizard. The next fish must have
been even bigger - each time John lifted the fish a metre off the bottom, it would swim back
down until it eventually busted him off. We decided to call it a day and head home - which
was extremely fortunate as the heavens opened up once again just as we had finished
packing up the boat.

While the February Outing was not the most productive outing in the 2013-14 fishing year, it
was one of the most enjoyable outings I have been on. And while it could easily have been a
wash-out given the heavy rains that fell over the weekend, we all took some fish home. John
and I also left quite a few good fish behind for the April Outing at St Georges Basin. A big
thank you to Kevin for organising yet another fantastic outing and thank you to John for
giving me a spot in his boat.

Burrinjuck Waters State Park Fishing Report — February 26" 2014

Water level current: 44.5 %

Murray Cod: I had a late report this weekend from Ben Clark. He managed to catch a 108
cm fish on a spinner bait towards the Dam wall back on the 16th. The weekend weather was
great and the water levels were rising but fishing was tough for most with very few reports.
Some of the yellow belly competitors managed some good fish while fishing soft plastics
around the base of trees.

Yellow Belly: The yellow belly champs were held at the park over the weekend. The comp is
run over 3 x 5 hour sessions with the best 5 fish from each session being counted. Not all fish
caught are included in the count. A total of 263 fish were measured by the marshals. All fish
must be released and swim away for the fish to count. 41 teams / boats participated. The
average length of fish was 429 mm with the biggest yellow being 570 mm caught by Daniel
Finn. Most of the teams concentrated on trees in deeper water, 8 metres or more using 3 inch
Berkley Gulp grubs or similar in various colours with a 4 ounce jig head. The plastics are
fished vertically up and down the trees using a slow retrieve. The bigger fish tended to hold
deeper. Most anglers use 10lb braid and leader. Team Magnum found a tree in the Bidgee
that they stayed on for 3 sessions and managed to get their bag each time with upgrades.
The other winners found their fish schooling up on trees in the main basin. Loomzy’s Fish N
Fix managed 30 fish off one tree in one session. The boys have now won the last 5 events
and last year’s Grand Final which netted them a cool $10000. There is $2000 on offer for
each of the rounds + some sponsor give a ways.
