New rules for Mulloway

The bag and size limits for Mulloway are set to change on 1 November 2013. The bag limit
has been reduced from five fish to two fish and the size limit has been increased from 45 cm
to 70 cm for both recreational and commercial fishers. However, commercial estuary general
fishers using meshing nets will be permitted a by-catch possession allowance of 10 fish
between 45 to 70 cm ‘to avoid wastage’.

The changes to bag and size limits for Mulloway should be welcomed by recreational anglers
as there is evidence that Mulloway are overfished. Please note, if you are heading up to
Queensland over the holidays to go fishing, the minimum legal length for Mulloway there is
75 cm.

That's it for me, I hope to see you all at Burrinjuck and hope you all get some fishing in
between shifts.

NEW FISHING RULES FOR MULLOWAY RECOVERY

Primary Industries Minister Katrina Hodgkinson today announced new fishing arrangements
for mulloway to help rebuild stocks to a sustainable level in NSW.

“Mulloway stocks across NSW are currently assessed as being overfished and a recovery
program is required to assist with rebuilding the population,” Ms Hodgkinson said.

“The new rules, for commercial and recreational fishing sectors, are based on scientific
advice and information sourced from extensive consultation with the fishing community.

“To assist in this recovery process the recreational bag limit for mulloway will be reduced
from five to two fish.

“The minimum legal length for both recreational and commercial fishers will be increased
from 45 centimetres to 70 centimetres,

“The new rules do not include a total ban on take. A total ban would have driven a faster
recovery, however, it was considered preferable to balance the rate of recovery with the
impacts on recreational and commercial fishers.

“The NSW Government extensively consulted with the fishing community on arrangements
to recover mulloway stocks over several months and received strong support,” Ms
Hodgkinson said.

Other changes to commercial fishing include:
« Commercial Estuary General fishers using meshing nets will be permitted a by-catch
possession allowance of 10 fish between 45 to 70 cm in length, to avoid wastage;
e A 500 kilogram limit for commercial Ocean Hauling endorsement holders.

“The objective of this recovery program is to assist the sustainability of the species which
will in turn contribute towards ensuring quality recreational fishing and long-term viable
commercial fishing," Ms Hodgkinson said.

“It is important that all fishing sectors play a role in these new arrangements to ensure the
population has a rapid recovery.

“Monitoring of commercial landings of mulloway will continue to measure the impact of the
new arrangements on commercial catches and stock levels.

“New research programs, such as the state-wide recreational fishing catch survey, will be
implemented in conjunction with the new rules to improve information on the recreational
catch.

“This recovery program will be kept under regular review to ensure its effectiveness in
building stock levels and will be required until the mulloway stock reaches a sustainable
level," Ms Hodgkinson said.

The new rules will be implemented 1 November, 2013.

Commercial fisherman busted in Batemans Bay Marine Park

Operations target illegal fishers

A 43 year old commercial fisher from Ulladulla is facing tens of thousands of dollars in fines and
possible imprisonment after allegedly being caught trawling through the Batemans Marine Park,
during the October long weekend, Glenn Tritton, Director Fisheries Compliance, said today.

“Fisheries and Marine Park officers from the south coast were out in force over the October long
weekend as part of Operation DPI X-ray 13, targeting people fishing from vessels in the Brush
Island and Murramarang Sanctuary Zones and land based fishing in the Murramarang Special
Purpose Zone of the Batemans Marine Park,” Mr Tritton said.

“The commercial fishing vessel was apprehended trawling approximately four kilometres south-
south east of Brush Island, within the General Use Zone of the Batemans Marine Park. Trawling
has been prohibited within all zones of the Batemans Marine Park since 2007.

“Fisheries and Marine Park Officers boarded the vessel and ordered it to retrieve the net and
return to port at Ulladulla.

“The net was found to have approximately 200 kilograms of fish including ling, tiger flathead and
sand flathead.

“Fisheries officers seized the cod end portion of the net and the catch and were able to return more
than 130 kilograms of fish to the water, while the remaining 65kg of fish were able to be sold.

“Unregulated trawling is known to cause damage to sensitive reef habitats as well as devastating
impacts on by catch.”

The man will be issued Court Attendance Notices for fishing in a sanctuary zone, possession of
fishing gear capable of taking fish in a sanctuary zone, taking fish by method of trawling in
Batemans Marine Park, harming fish in a sanctuary zone, possessing fish that has been taken in
contravention of Marine Parks (Zoning Plan) Regulation 1999 by trawling in the Marine Park and
unlawfully using a net with rubber bobbins that were greater than 100mm in diameter.

The maximum combined penalties total $132,000 in fines and/or 12 months imprisonment.

Fisheries and Marine Park officers also detected another 44 offences over the course of the long
weekend including 32 people found fishing in the sanctuary zones, fishers found fishing without a
recreational fishing fee, failing to have a recreational fishing fee in their possession and being in
possession of rigged fishing gear in a sanctuary zone.

Officers also seized a number of fish illegally taken in a sanctuary zone, which were returned to the
water alive.

“Fishers are reminded to make sure they're aware of the fishing rules and regulations before they
go fishing. Batemans Marine Park signs are displayed at most boat ramps, and maps are available
from DPI Fisheries Offices, Batemans Marine Park office at Narooma, fishing tackle shops, tourist
information centres and online at http://www.mpa.nsw.qov.au/bmp.html,” Mr Tritton said.

“A number of patrols were also conducted across inland waters during the long weekend. Fisheries
officers from Bathurst and Dubbo conducted patrol activities along the Lachlan and Macquarie
Rivers and Lake Cowal.

“A number of fishers were apprehended including a commercial fisher and a recreational fisher at
Lake Cowal for failing to mark their set yabby traps correctly, a 60 year old man from Pomona in
NSW in possession of yabbies carrying ova (eggs) externally and a 36 year old man from
Euabalong West in possession of 9 excess lines in his vessel.”

Fisheries Officers also found and seized 10 illegal fish traps on a property near Kiacatoo
downstream of Condobolin, and will continue to target offenders using this illegal equipment.

Other seizures include 10 fish traps, 9 rigged lines, 2 Murray Cod (52cm and 53cm in length) and 1
Silver Perch.

“Fishers should be aware that the use of excess lines and fish traps are prohibited in NSW and
that heavy penalties apply,” Mr Tritton said.

“Fishers are also reminded to pay the NSW Recreational Fishing Fee and ensure they carry a valid
receipt (fishing licence) with them at all times while fishing, diving or collecting or face a $200 on
the spot fine, or a penalty of $75 if you do not have the licence in your immediate possession.”

Chasing Dart and Tailor on Fraser Island

Earlier this year, my friend Jim Johnstone from Brisbane convinced me to organise a fishing
trip to Fraser Island. Initially, I tried persuading Jim to wait till next winter to visit Fraser
Island. But our last trip was 2009 and Jim had caught the Fraser Island bug that soon
infected us all. Besides, the island also has plenty of Dart, one of my favourite fish to target
off the beach. I was yet to land a legal sized Dart on 1 kg line and this was my best chance
of finally landing a sportsfishing masters Dart.

Also attending was Chris Johnson and Bob Davies (aka Crocodile Bob and Bob the Builder).
Jim, Chris and I all knew each other from touch footy many years ago. I met Bob on my very
first visit to Fraser Island in August 2001 and I previously worked under Bob as a Trades
Assistant in 2003.

We all rendezvoused at Rainbow Beach and then travelled up in a 1990 Mitsubishi Delicar van
Bob acquired the week before and registered the morning we left for Fraser. The van
performed well on the island although no trip to Fraser Island trip is complete unless you did
something to the vehicle. This time, damaged the bash plate on some exposed coffee rock
after dark on the first night and we bogged the Delicar on our first attempt at navigating the
Indian Head Bypass track the day after. Bob was unable to repair the bash plate and
removed it from the van to repair once he got back on the mainland. We avoided getting
bogged again after Bob reduced the tyre pressure to 10 psi.

We stayed in a three bedroom cabin on Cathedrals on Fraser, 60 km north of Hook Point.
The camping grounds and cabins was a 400 metre walk to the beach and the nearest gutter
was another half kilometre to the south.




The fishing throughout the trip was slow and we had to work hard for the few fish we did
catch. None of us had fished Fraser Island so late in the year so we were unsure what the
fishing would be like. In addition, the fishing almanac and tide times were not favourable.
The weather was generally pleasant but with 15-20 knot winds most of the time, blowing
initially from the North-East, and then NNW for the remainder of our trip.

Beach conditions on the first morning of the trip. Fortunately, the beach became very fishable later that day.

However, the surf conditions were only rough and choppy on the first morning and last
morning of the trip. For the rest of the trip, the beach was very fishable with 1 kg line
despite the strong winds. Many anglers complained about the sweep the evening we arrived
but it must have settled down as I was able to fish the gutters with the lightest of sinkers.

We also had to contend with was the algae in the water. It clung to our lines and was difficult
to remove, especially on 1 kg line.

cleaning as much of the algae off my line as possible.




We fished the gutter at Cathedral Beach on Wednesday night from 6 pm to 8 pm. It was a
pretty quiet session but I landed the first fish for the trip, a 0.52 kg Swallowtail Dart which
put up a nice fight. For me, this was a nice moment as it was my first ever legal sized Dart
on 1 kg line. I followed this with a 0.3 kg Dart half an hour later. This was also the first time
I had ever caught Dart after dark, as I had always thought they were a day species only.

On Thursday, we drove to Waddy Point. To our dismay, Waddy Point was more like the
Sargasso Sea. Most of the anglers there complained that the weed was so thick it was not
worth fishing off the rocks.

We instead walked over to the ocean side of a lagoon off Orchid Beach and I waded onto the
sandbar and attempted to flick soft plastics and blades for Sand Flathead.

There was very little action other than 50-75 cm bronze whalers darting over the sand bank.
One chased a blade, nudged it gently and took off. We finished the afternoon fishing a gutter
south of Indian Head where Bob got a 1 kg tailor and a smaller one and Chris got a Dart.

By Friday morning, the trip was looking more like a Fraser Island wildlife photography trip. I
had captured photos of Green Sea Turtles, Goannas, Dingos, pretty little fish in the
Champagne Pools, some shore birds, a White Bellied Sea Eagle, and a Brahiminy Kite. But
we still had only five fish between us after two days of fishing.

That afternoon, we joined the crowd at Cathedral Beach where Bob landed three Tailor
weighing up to 0.9 kg. I fished near the southern end of the gutter to target Dart. I had no
luck at all but a few guys to my right kept hauling in Dart one after the other. One guy
shouted out ‘woo hoos’ every time
he hooked a Dart to make sure
everyone knew he was catching
fish. Annoying as he was, I
watched what he was doing and
noticed he was fishing extremely
light.

So I copied what he did and
straight away, I hooked a 0.61 kg
Dart at the top of the tide. It put
up a great fight but with other

line, I was feeling self conscious and the last thing I wanted was a bust off in front of an
audience who were shaking their heads wondering why it took me so long to land the fish.
Unfortunately, the Dart was 60 grams short of being my Sportsfishing Masters #10.

The trip finally became a ‘fishing’ trip when Chris and I returned for a productive evening
session at Cathedral Beach from 9.30 pm to 1 am. Chris caught two Dart and I got a 0.57 kg
Tarwhine and three Dart, and an undersized whiting. The seas lit up with brilliant green
phosphorescence after the moon set around midnight. The fish went off the bite sometime
after midnight and we had a long walk uphill on soft sand back to our cabin.

Chris and I got up at 6 am and collected worms (well Chris did) and pippies and had a bit of a
fish. I got three Dart but released them all as I figured I had enough fish to clean from the
night before.

We then fished the gutter a few kilometres south of Indian Head. The session started off well
with Bob landing a nice size tailor, Chris landing a 20 cm whiting, and Jim and I catching four
Dart each. I decided to berley up the gutter with fish frames but this only drew the attention
of a 2 metre bronze Whaler.
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I spun lures off the beach, hooking

— small Dart that kept throwing the

%! trebles. I later hooked a decent size
Dart that busted me off on 1 kg
breakaway.

I then fished with Pippies, landing six legal size Dart, but only kept a 34 cm Dart. Chris joined
me after he got back from Lake Wabby and got a 30 cm Dart. After Bob finished watching
Bathurst, we drove back to Cathedral Beach and fished 6.30-7.30 pm. Bob landed three
tailor, and we got some undersized Dart and one undersized Whiting.

Chris and I fished a gutter north of the Maheno on Monday morning for an unproductive
session (a 22.5 cm whiting to show for our efforts). We returned to our gutter at Cathedral
Beach for a 2 - 6 pm session. The fishing started slowly, with whales and dolphins providing
the only action. This was followed by a massive strike on Bob’s rod. Bob’s line kept running
out to sea and some life returned to the other anglers on the beach who had stopped fishing
earlier.

As Bob struggled with his fishing rod, a sea turtle with the head the size of a watermelon
surfaced before taking off and busting off Bob’s line. The other anglers did not spot the turtle




and redoubled their fishing efforts thinking the big fish had moved into the gutter. The
evening ended with Jim landing five Dart, Chris landing his first Tailor for the trip, and I
landing three Dart.

Our last dinner consisted of consuming all the remaining fish we caught plus all the remaining
food, bottles of red, Jim Beam, and Jamesons. Afterwards, we drove down to the beach to sit
under the stars, watched the dingoes running amok on the beach, and listen to my Doors
playlist for a couple of hours.

If you are interested in visiting Fraser Island for a week, then it is a quite affordable for a
group of four people. The cost per person on this trip for food, fuel, permits, bait, ferry etc
was $516 each. As always, the trip to Fraser Island was a fantastic holiday and the scenery
and wildlife never disappoints. The fishing was a lot quieter this time compared to our
previous visits. I don't think I'd visit Fraser Island so late in the year again. Having said
that, we still had a big feed of fish for six of the seven nights we were there.

I would have been most happy if I had landed my Sportsfishing Masters Dart but it was not
meant to be this time. But if you like fishing 1 kg line in the surf, I can definitely recommend
Dart as a great species to target off the beach.

Yellow Belly: The fishing was very good up until Saturday. The smoke clouds descended
over the dam for most of the weekend & a large low pressure system has also settled in,
combined with a couple of days of larger water releases. The lure fishermen were reporting
very quiet over the weekend particularly through the day. Trolling around the trees at
Scrubby was bringing some success. Those that persisted into the evening were catching a
few but not big numbers. The bait fishing has been better with most fishermen heading up
the Bidgee Arm. Worms yabbies and frozen shrimp were all doing the job. Jack from Canberra
managed 16 fish from around the trees. Bait fishing into the late evening (10pm) from the
park foreshore was working well for quite a few fishermen. One gentleman boasted 18
Yellows over 2 evenings on yabbies & worms. Several fishermen I have spoken to said they
were getting no action on the bait until they began a slow retrieve across the bottom. The
yellows would then hit the moving bait.

Redfin: Catch rates have picked up on the troll. I have not spoken to any bait fishermen that
have come across any big schools as yet.

Trout: No reports This Week. Silver Perch: No reports this week.

Carp: Plenty about, worms or corn from the bank with some burley or a bit of fun for the fly
fishermen as they feed on the surface.
