In the past, I have not forwarded many of these to you or else I would be sending emails two
or three times a week. So I've started posting these in the forum so you can keep up to date
with the latest fishing news.

ANSA Queensland’s Tagging Awards Night

In July, I found myself stranded in Brisbane without any fishing gear...fortunately, ANSA Qld
came to my rescue and kindly welcomed me at the ANSA Qld Tagging Night on 16 July 2014.

Some of you may know that I've been to and from Brisbane a few times since May this year
after my Mum was diagnosed with cancer. I flew up to Brisbane on 26 June 2014 for what I
expected would be a short visit so I only took hand luggage with me. After a week, it
became clear that I was going to be stuck in Brisbane until the third week of July (and now
the first weekend of August). So not only was I missing out on the July General Meeting, but
I was going to miss the July and August outings and my attendance in September is
uncertain (leaving my defence of the All Tackle Championship in 2014-15 in great disarray).

When I moved to Canberra ten years ago, I left a lot of my old fishing gear at Mum'’s place.
Over the years, I discovered Mum had stripped the runners off my rods to convert them to
curtain rods and what survived got washed away in the 2011 flood. So I got on the internet
and looked up ANSA Qld’s website to find what ANSA Clubs were in Brisbane, which led me to
the Brisbane Sportsfishing Club website.

I then emailed just about every contact detail I could find on the website with an SOS - I'm
stuck in Brisbane can I please come to your July meeting email. Later that day,

Stefan Sawynok, Moreton Bay Tag and Release Sportsfishing Club and ANSA Qld Secretary,
emailed me inviting me to the ANSA QId Tagging Awards Night. I later found out that the
Brisbane Sportsfishing Club was renamed Moreton Bay Tag and Release Sportsfishing Club
(or Moretag for short).

So on 16 July 2014, I made my way to the Brisbane Sixteen Foot Skiff Sailing Club were the
Moretag meets each month. It reminded me of how I nervous I felt when I attended my first
Canberra Fisherman’s Club Meeting. But I soon found that everyone was very welcoming and
people were introducing themselves to me and sharing their fishing stories. A few people
even asked me what Andrew McGovern was up to these days.




After getting to know a few people and enjoying some light snacks, Stefan got the
presentation night up and running. It was an informative night as everything I know about
tagging could be written on my left palm with an extra-large Nikko pen. But what I picked up
was that ANSA Qld is predominately focused on tagging and length-based competitions. This
was a surprise to me as I had always associated ANSA with line-class competitions and
masters.

For a complete novice like me, the presentation was a great way to find out about tagging
competitions. Awards were offered for total number and total lengths of particular species
tagged among the members of ANSA QId Clubs in South-East Queensland, as well as anglers
who targeted a range of species in the most "tagging zones". I also found out that ANSA QId
members can follow their progression towards various tagging masters via an online
database. Members can also gain Tagging Accreditation through an online course provided by
ANSA Qld. Finally, I gathered from the presentation that there is a healthy rivalry between
different regions in Queensland in the tagging scene.

I was also surprised to learn that Snapper is now a target species for soft plastics in the
Brisbane River. Having lived in Brisbane all my life until ten years ago, I had never heard of
people catching Snapper in the Brisbane River. Some of the ANSA Qld members I spoke to
was said that this is a recent phenomenon. Some attributed this to the extensions to the
Brisbane Port at Fisherman’s Island while others attributed this to the overall improvement in
the river’s water quality.

We were also treated to an impressive demonstration of a new fishing light recently
developed by one of ANSA Qld’s members. I won't say too much other than it is designed to
attract squid and baitfish and will hopefully be on the market in the near future. The
prototype was then auctioned off at the meeting, with the winning bid at $40. I can see this
might come in handy when jigging for yakkas in the early hours of the morning when we go
out chasing kingfish next time. So I'll do my best to keep a close eye on how this progresses.

I'd like to thank Stefan Sawynok and everyone else (including Neil, Chris, Glen and Lachlan)
for making me feel welcomed at the ANSA QIld Tagging Awards Night and sharing some of
their fishing experiences. I've learnt more about fish tagging which I would like to start
trying once the Burrinjuck Convention is behind us. And if you decide to visit Queensland and
fish with ANSA Qld members, leave your 1 and 2 kg pre-test at Tweed Heads.

This beats the view of the car park at Eastlakes Football Club. Moretag meets at the Brisbane Sixteen Foot Skiff
Sailing Club besides the Brisbane River on the third Wednesday of each month.




Burrinjuck Waters State Park Fishing Report 30 July 2014

Current discharge: 515 ML per day. Water level current: 72.7%

Forecast Weather: Showers are forecast for Thursday & Friday. Frost then sunny for the
weekend. Temperatures between 1 and 11 degrees.

Water Temperature: 12 degrees

Murray Cod: Fishing has been slow over the last month or so. The last couple of weekends
have seen the return of sunshine but there has been some winter
mixed amongst it. I had a couple of reports last weekend of Cod
taken while trolling spinner baits in only 3 metres of water. Most
fishos have been trolling the edges with the big gear out the back. I
have put in about 9 hours over the last 2 weeks and have not turned
a real. I have been fishing only on the warmer sunny days, in the
middle of the day. There have been no fish caught over the

Warren Boyd 12 monthsago  metre, during winter, which I have heard of. It was 12 months ago
that Warren Boyd caught his 114cm Burrinjuck beauty. The water level back then was 46.1%
September 15t will see the closed season for Murray Cod begin. We can expect the cod to
start firing during August as the breeding season approaches.

Yellow Belly: Have again been quiet, There were some yellows being caught on the troll at
the top end of the dam near Good Hope 2 weeks ago. Bait fishing with worms from the bank
in the shallows has been working for a few of the shore based fisherman. A lot of the trees
that were producing good numbers of fish have now vanished below the water. Cathedral
Rock is now also below the water. I have been able to locate fish holding off rocky points with
my Lowrance structure scan, but convincing the docile fish to take a lure presentation is a

bit more challenging this time of year. The water temperature needs to reach about 18
degrees before we see the yellows start to fire.

Redfin: There is the odd small fish being caught on worms in the shallows. No big ones and
not in large numbers.

Trout: No reports

Park News: We are busy preparing the park for the upcoming Medieval Festival on the 23
of August. There are still a few cottages available and plenty of camping. Saturday is the
main day to see the tournaments/fighting. Also market stalls and rides on the day.

2 Objects of the Club Updated to cover objects stated on the CFC website and newsletters

5 Membership of the Provisions regarding associate membership and country membership
Club deleted and consequential renumbering of paragraphs. There has also

been renumbering of subparagraphs.

The Club has not applied the country and associate membership rules
for some time. Applying these rules may discourage potential new
members from joining. In addition, it would not be good practice to
apply these rules selectively to some potential new members and not
others.

6 Meetings of the Club | The subparagraphs in paragraph 6(1)(e) have been renumbered.
Obsolete wording in paragraph 6(6)(b) removed.

A typo in paragraph 6(7)(b) corrected.

The subparagraphs in 6(7)(c) renumbered.

7 Officers and the Renumbering of subparagraphs.
Committee of The
Club Removal of provisions related to associate memberships in

subparagraph 7(4)(a)(ix) (as renumbered).

Other minor amendments.

8 Financial affairs of Renumbering of subparagraphs.
the Club
Paragraph 8(3)(d) amended to allow up to $100 in expenses to be paid
by petty cash and to allow use of electronic transfers for amounts over
$100.

Paragraph 8(3)(e) deleted as the practice of the treasurer presenting
invoices to the committee for approval of payment is archaic and has
not been followed for some time. Maintaining that practice would
impede the Committee’s ability to manage the affairs of the Club in an
effective and efficient manner without improving the level of oversight
in the Club’s financial affairs. The current practice is that banks will not
approve cheques for payment unless signed by two or more approved
signatories, being the President, Vice President, Secretary, and
Treasurer.

A new paragraph 8(3)(f) has been added to permit the Committee to
pay invoices by electronic banking provided two approved signatories
approve the payment electronically. Our sponsor Bendigo Bank has set
up the facility to allow the Club to approve payments electronically with
two or more signatories. The ability to approve payments electronically
is needed as suppliers are becoming less willing to accept cheques or
take longer to present cheques for payment.




Propose changes to Murray Cod bag and size limits in Victoria

New Murray cod limits proposed to improve fishery

Freshwater anglers have 60 days to provide Victorian fisheries managers with feedback about
proposed changes to Murray cod size limits that are designed to significantly improve stocks.

Fisheries Victoria Executive Director Ross McGowan said more than two decades of fisheries
science and some of Victoria's best Murray cod anglers had recently reviewed catch limits.

Mr McGowan said comprehensive modelling had informed the review and suggested Murray cod
populations, and stocks available to anglers for harvest, would be much better off under a new “slot
limit” of 50cm to 70cm and a reduced daily bag limit of one fish in rivers.

“Narrow slot limits are increasingly used around the world to improve the sustainability of long-lived
fish and the quality of fishing for anglers,” Mr McGowan said.

“The current 60cm to 100cm slot limit has improved Murray cod populations over recent years, but
scientifically-based fine tuning could do even more.

“A slot limit of 50cm to 70cm would prohibit the harvest of Murray cod larger than 70cm while
allowing the limited take of smaller fish between 50cm and 70 cm.

“The research suggests that over 15 years, this would significantly improve the sustainability of the
fishery, the number of harvestable Murray cod and the number of trophy fish longer than one
metre.

“Murray cod take around 10 years to grow from 60cm to 100cm. Under current regulations they
remain vulnerable to harvest for this period.

“However, Murray cod grow faster when young, taking around three years to grow from 50cm to
70cm, so are vulnerable to recreational harvest for less time.

“Larger Murray cod are older and more experienced breeders, produce more eggs and contribute
more to future generations, so it makes sense to protect their reproductive capacity long-term.

“The proposed 50cm minimum length would permit anglers to harvest Murray cod at a size better
suited to the table (around 2.3kg) and without the unpalatable fat that larger cod are known for.

“The reduced daily bag limit for rivers is designed to further protect large breeding fish and
encourage hatural breeding.

“The bag limit in lakes would remain unchanged at two, given many lake fisheries are stocked
annually with Murray cod fingerlings and are thus much less reliant on natural breeding.”

A public meeting on the proposal is scheduled for Wednesday 6 August at the Bendigo Legion
Angling Club at 7pm. Anglers are encouraged to provide feedback on the proposals.
