Recorder’s Report

G'day all,

This month’s captures pretty much all came from the St. George’s Basin outing. Anthony
Heiser managed his personal best Bream off the surface while fishing from the S.S. Minnow,
while I jagged my first legal sized Flathead on a surface lure. Brian Stacy landed a nice 54 cm
Flathead in a snag filled creek at the western end of the basin. Otherwise, it's been a pretty
slow month.

Now that May has rolled around again keep in mind that Bass and Estuary Perch are now
catch and release only if caught in rivers below fresh water impoundments. Also, if you're
fishing in trout spawning streams the legal length for Trout is 50 cm and the bag limit is 1
fish.

As a club we continue to hold third position in the ANSA NSW club championship. Glen Malam
continues to hold the lead in the Sports fishing — lakes and estuaries division, with Anthony in
second position in the same division. I am currently the only ANSA NSW member with an
entry in the Sports fishing — Freshwater division, so I lead that by default.

I have also received word from ANSA NSW that they are still waiting on the NSW DPI to
respond to a question I raised on the new Murray Cod gap limits. The question was asked
after reports that some anglers were threatened with fines for taking photos of Murray Cod
greater than 75 cm, rather than immediately returning them to the water. This has possible
implications for Murray Cod as an ANSA species if they can’t be weighed above 75 cm.

That's it from me for another month. Keep those capture forms rolling in!

The Canberra Carp-Out — 29 March 2015

The 2015 Canberra Carp-Out was held on 29 March 2015 at Lennox Gardens and attracted
860 entrants. It was pleasing to see many families fishing together at Lake Burley Griffin.

The Canberra Carp-Out is a family-friendly fishing event at Lake Burley Griffin held during the
Canberra Festival. It promotes recreational fishing in the ACT, educates people about the
adverse environmental impact of carp and redfin, and raises money for the ACT Eden Monaro
Cancer Support Group and stocking native fish in ACT lakes.

Kid’s fishing clinic

As part of the Canberra Carp-Out 2015, Canberra Fisherman's Club ran a kids fishing clinic
at Lennox Gardens on Saturday, 28 March 2015, from 2:00pm - 5:00pm. The clinic was
attended by junior anglers and their parents and provided information on fishing rules and
regulations, safety, and practical tuition on tying knots, rigging lines and casting.

The juniors had a great time and the afternoon concluded with everyone trying their new
skills fishing off the banks.

Canberra Carp-Out

Although the event did not officially kick off until 8.30am, an army of volunteers from the
Canberra Fisherman’s Club, Tackle World Canberra, and ACT Eden Monaro Cancer Support
Group arrived at Lennox Gardens at 6.30am to set up the Carp-Out Head Quarters, the
Weigh-in Tent, and the registration tent. The marquees were hired from Barlens Hire, toilets
were hired from Canberra Hire Pty Ltd, and Action Buses supplied tables and chairs. Our own
Mel Marlborough was our First Aid Officer and volunteers from The Cancer Support Group ACT
Eden Monaro’s own ran a sausage sizzle and sold cold drinks at the registration tent.

Registrations opened at 8.30am and fishing officially commenced at 9.00am. In previous
years, approximately 20% to 30% of participants registered for the Carp-Out on the day. This
year, 28% of the competitors left it to the last minute to register on the day. An army of
volunteers assisted over 239 people complete registration forms, finalise registration fees as
well as key in registration details into the computer database.

The Weigh-in Station opened at 10.00am. Fish were required to be humanely dispatched prior
to weighing. Volunteers from the Canberra Fisherman’s Club inspected all fish before allowing
competitors to proceed to the Weigh-in Station.

Keying in data on captures was again made easy with the use of bar code scanners to
automatically register captures against bar codes on each participant’s registration cards.
This allowed data on captures to be quickly recorded, without the need to manually enter any
further data into the computer database.

Once the fish were weighed, they were disposed of in bins provided by the Mulloon Institute
and transported to Mulloon Creek Natural Farm (between Bungendore and Braidwood) to be
turned into organic fertiliser. Mulloon Creek Natural Farm is a grazing, cropping and carbon
building enterprise covering two farms in close proximity to each other on the Mulloon Creek,
east of Canberra. Both properties are organic using the biodynamic system of agriculture.
Mulloon Creek Natural Farm is a member of Biological Farmers of Australia.

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Club Outings
The St Georges Basin Outing — 17-19 April 2015

When you think of St Georges Basin, monster lizards and green backs often come to mind.
However, this year’s outing saw only a few Flathead weighed in and one legal size Tailor
caught on the Friday of the outing. Nevertheless, it was a great weekend for those who
attended and we were fortunate that the wild weather didn’t eventuate until after the outing.

I think John Bosch and I were the only ones to pre-fish the outing on the Friday. We launched
the S.S. Minnow from the Sussex Inlet boat ramp just after lunch and made our way to the
Grassy Knoll. The weather was dead calm although we did get drenched at different time
throughout the afternoon. We started by flicking lures at a school of fish ‘busting up the
surface’ until we realised it was only a large school of mullet. Unfortunately, the mullet were
not being harassed by Tailor.

My Flathead caught on an unweighted pillie One Leather Jacket jagged on the nose

We had little luck chasing Flathead on soft plastics. We lost a few soft plastics to the leather
jacket but John did manage to land an undersized Flathead. I was also drifting an unweighted
pillie on gang hooks and landed a half-kilo Dusky Flathead. I had some other hits on the pillie
but no hook ups. I also jagged a Leather Jacket.

We tried the artificial reefs and had no hits or bites so we made our way back to Sussex Inlet.
On our way in, we decided to explore under the River Road Bridge and flick surface lures in
the creek that leads to Badgee Lagoon. John hooked a 34 cm Tailor and some undersized
Tailor. I also hooked an undersized Tailor and also got bitten off by a larger fish. It was soon
getting dark after this leg and the heavens threatened to open up on us so we decided to
head back to the house ‘Southern Comfort’.

Southern Comfort was a hive of activity when we arrived - Daniel, Susan, Justin and Lilly
McNeice, Kevin Spriggs, Brett and Karen Allwood, Brian Stacy and Andrew Lee had already
arrived. Greg, Rose and Connor Davis arrived soon after but I went to bed around 8.15 pm,
not realising the clocks in the house were still set on Daylight Savings Time.

The next morning saw blue skies and none of the wind that had been predicted for Saturday.
We all headed for the Basin View Boat Ramp - Brian, Kevin and Andrew set off in their




kayaks to the nearby bays, the McNiece Family and Allwood Family set off for the artificial
reefs, and John and I set off for the flathead grounds in the middle of the Basin.

We fished blades and soft plastics in 6 metres of water with no hits. We then fished the first
bay from Basin View and fished surface lures in the shallows.

At first, we had no luck but eventually we started getting follows and boils of water chasing
our surface lures. I struck first with my Lure Casting Masters Bream - a PB weighing 0.89 kg
on 1 kg line. John followed this with a Flathead masterfully caught on a surface lure. We kept
flicking the surface lures and it was awesome hearing the hoof noises from the Bream chasing
our lures.

We then flicked soft plastics in the second bay and - John did better than I did with the
Flathead. I did get one Flathead hit my soft plastic as I was retrieving it from under the boat.
John also lost a 50 cm Flathead that shook the lure out of its mouth at the surface.

Greg and Rose picked up some undersized Whiting and Snapper and then joined us in the

second Bay where they flicked surface lures. There was no mistaking Greg'’s voice from across
the Bay when he landed a 36 cm Bream on the surface lure.

We also heard Brian when he landed a 54.5 cm Flathead in one of the nearby creeks. I don’t
recall how the others went other than I heard the McNiece Family got some undersized squire
at the artificial reefs.

At 3.30 pm, the heavens
opened up and we all made a
~ beeline to the boat ramp. The

~ finale for the afternoon was the
. mini-regatta as the three
kayakers raced to the boat
ramp. Kevin came first,
followed by Brian and Andrew
at a distant second and third
place.

It became clear at the cleaning
tables that Brian won the
competition for the biggest
Flathead - weighing in at

0.92 kg.

The day ended with the traditional Saturday Night BBQ. The next morning, some of us
returned to the Basin View Boat Ramp but only to think better of it and return to the house.
We had a bowl of free-range eggs from the chooks in the back yard so we finished the outing
with a Bacon and Egg cook up on the BBQ.

Once again, a big thank you to Kevin for organising the outing, Greg and Rose for organising
the Saturday Night BBQ and to the chefs, cooks and kitchen hands who helped out, to Brett
and Karen for buying the bacon for our bacon and egg cook up, and to the chooks for their
free range eggs.

FYI (Fish-Yielding Insomnia)
Upper Murrumbidgee Rec Fishers- Please RELEASE tagged carp
if caught

31 tagged carp have been released into the upper Murrumbidgee River at Scottsdale (near
Bredbo) and Murrells Crossing (downstream of Cooma). The tagged carp are marked with a
long yellow tag near their dorsal fin (see below). These carp are implanted with electronic
tags so their movements can be tracked to tell us how carp move up and down the river
system.

We are asking recreational fishers to please RELEASE tagged fish if caught and report details to
Bush Heritage Australia (mob: 0407 700 431). A reward will be given for making a report.
Please take photos if possible.

Carp movement is being studied as part of the Upper Murrumbidgee Demonstration Reach
Carp Research project in partnership with Bush Heritage Australia, NSW DPI (Fisheries) and
the NSW Recreational Fishing Trust.
