Recorder’s Report 
G‟day all, 

There‟s not much for me to report about Carpathon in this report as it was cancelled due to 

the rain. Some hardy souls did continue fishing though and some Carp were caught, but I 

haven‟t seen any capture sheets as yet. 

I will leave most of Tuross to Anthony‟s outing report but suffice it to say, that the fishing was 

pretty good when you could get on to the water. The southerly came in pretty strong on 

Sunday afternoon and caused a few of us to get a bit wet just getting back to camp. Despite 

the conditions, I think the outing capture sheets are the longest I have ever seen. A lot of 

species that we don‟t normally see made the sheets thanks to the charters with Stu Hindson 

where surface fishing seemed to be the go. 

Locally, Zane Zhao has taken a commanding lead of the fresh water length competition with 

some productive Carp catching sessions. Shane Jasprizza‟s hold on the salt water length is 

under threat too as a few Tailor were caught during the Tuross outing. 

The next outing is the Nowra convention. I expect to see a number of large Flathead showing 

up this year. If I was going, I think I‟d be doing the drive down and fishing the basin rather 

than the Shoalhaven as a lot of fresh water has been pushing down the river.

Catch, Capture, Cuisine: Smoked Flathead Roe 
By Anthony Heiser 

 
You would have gathered by now from the previous article that the Flathead were most 
plentiful on the Australia Day weekend.  We were fortunate that we were able to keep four or 
five fish each for the dinner table and most were full of roe.  Roe is not everyone‟s cup of tea 

so I gladly accepted any unwanted roe from the other members.  With so much roe, I decided 
it was time to try something other than cooking it up on the fry pan.  Being half Japanese, I 

enjoy eating smoked mullet roe with rice when I can get hold of it.  So I decided to see if I 
could smoke Flathead Roe. 
 

As it turns out, the recipe is very simple.  I found this recipe on the net at 
http://www.smokai.com/collections/hot-smoke-fish-roe:  

 
Ingredients 
 

 300 g Fresh Fish Roe 
 100g Cup non-iodised sea salt 

 100g Light brown cup sugar 
 Zest of Half a grated lemon 
 500ml Water 

 
Directions 

 
 Dissolve salt and sugar the water. 
 Place roes in brine for 20 minutes. 

 Refrigerate overnight to continue curing and surface dry to a pellicle for the smoke to 
stick to. 

 Hot smoke for 1 hour at 80 deg C or until an internal temperature of 70 deg is reached. 
 Serve straight away on toast or chill in iced water and refrigerate. Why not try making 

delicious "Fish Roe Pate" (Taramasalata). 

 Will keep in a refrigerator for up to 1 week.

I didn‟t quite follow the recipe.  Instead, I used 1/3 cup of pickling salt and 4 cups of water 
and brined the roe overnight.  I didn‟t bother with the lemon zest or brown sugar (mainly 
because I didn‟t read the recipe fully).  I placed the roe in a tray but, in hindsight, it would 

have been better to place the roe on a wire rack.  During the smoking process, liquid from 
the roe started ponding in the tray and I had to drain it.  I also would have ensured the roe 

was completely dry before smoking it as the smoke did not cling to the roe as well I had 
hoped. I had the BBQ going at 90°C but I cranked it up to 150°C after it was still not cooked 
after an hour and left it for another 45 minutes. 

 
The end product could have had a smokier flavour but it was close enough to what I was 

hoping.  The finished product is very salty and you can slice it with a knife.  I like to crumble 
it over a bowl of rice.  However, I suspect you could do other things with it as well like turn it 

into pate as the recipe suggests above.   
 
This recipe might not be everyone‟s cup of tea but it was a hit with the Japanese ladies who 

run the café near my work.  I hope to get another opportunity to try this recipe. In the 
meantime, I‟ll be researching other uses for smoked roe other than as a seasoning for my 

bowl of rice.
