Recorder’s Report 
 

G’day all, 

Carp Out is behind us. Thank goodness! It has been a very busy month for the committee 

and it was a very busy day for everybody involved. I give a personal big thank you to 

everybody who helped out. In particular I’d like to thank Michael Peel, Mick Jewry, Lindsay 

Steele, Bruce Murray and Albert Magassy for their help in the recorders tent. I give a special 

thank you to Michael Peel who had a baptism of fire for his first Carp Out, spending the final 

rush hour elbow deep in Carp muck as he weighed hundreds of fish. 

We had 808 registered anglers of which 279 recorded at least one capture. Two anglers 

recorded in excess of 30 fish each. The final species numbers were 629 Carp weighing a total 

of 1,188.68 kg and 279 Red Fin weighing in at 34.69 kg. The largest Carp was a massive 

9.22 kg, the largest Red Fin 0.77 kg. 

The Narooma convention was the last club outing and was held at the beginning of March, 

seems like some time ago now. The organised charter certainly seemed to have been a hit 

with almost four full pages of captures being recorded, many being species we don’t normally 

see among our results. Anthony Heiser, Shane Jasprizza, Chris Clark and Colin Clark did the 

club proud by taking all placings in both the beach and rock divisions. 

The next outing is to St. George’s Basin, easily my favourite estuary. I am certainly looking 

forward to the trip. Unfortunately the Flathead don’t seem to be as active as they were last 

year when my brother and I passed in excess of 80 Flathead through the boat in 2 days of 

fishing. However, the Tailor appear to be there in great numbers again. Last year, every 

second Tailor was in excess to 50 cm so it should be fun. 

That’s it from me for another month. Keep those capture forms rolling in!

Club Outings 

The Narooma Outing: 6-9 March 2015

The first outing for Autumn got off to a great start for 

those who fished the beach on Friday.  I was 
fortunate to fish with Shane Jasprizza, Darren 

Hossack and his mate Ian Jamieson from Melbourne.   

The morning started off with a late morning beach 

session at Cemetery Beach. It was just me and 
Shane to begin with and the morning started rather 

slowly.  The ocean was almost flat and the water was 
almost crystal clear and there was not a lot of 
activity. Shane and I both landed a few fish on bait 

and surf popper and around 10 am, we were both 
considering calling it a morning.   

Suddenly, Shane noticed the water turning black.  
Upon realising it was not an invasion of sea kelp, we 

quickly rigged up chrome slugs and started spinning.  
We both hooked up numerous times but only Shane 

was able to land his fish.  I dropped almost a dozen 
fish as they kept throwing the trebles on my lure.  
Meanwhile, Shane was fishing with a single hook on

The school was moving rather fast and each time we landed or dropped a fish, we then had to 
run up the beach to keep up with the school.  We had chased the school for a kilometre when 
I got busted off on 1 kg line.  We then walked back to where our fishing gear was set up, 

collecting each fish Shane landed along the way.  Half an hour later, the school returned, 
heading south towards Bermagui.  We chased the school again until we ran out of beach.  

We returned later that afternoon with Darren and Ian.  This time, the swell had picked up and 

there was a powerful shore dump.  While I was setting up, Darren, Shane and Ian discovered 
that the entire length of the beach was an ocean of Salmon.  I had never seen so many 

salmon in my life.  As it turned out, bait and surf poppers were no good as the Salmon only 
had an appetite for chrome slugs.  Unfortunately, I had not got around to swapping the 
trebles for single hooks so I had to resign myself to the fact that I was going to drop a lot of 

fish. 

Nevertheless, the fishing was unbelievable.  Ian, Darren and Shane landed over 30 Salmon, 
with Ian accounting for at least half of the captures.  Shane and I both fished 1 kg and 
dropped a number as pulling them beyond the shore dump proved difficult, with most of our 

fish spitting the lures.  Still, Shane landed a 1.88 kg Salmon and I landed a 1.47 kg Salmon 
on 1 kg line which put us in first and second place in the Beach Section of the Narooma

The next morning, Shane, Zane Zhao, Steve Bailey, Keith Smith, Jon Vogel and I got up nice 

and early to go fishing with Benny on board Nitro.  This time last year, we had a cracker of a 
time on board Nitro with everyone landing Kingfish, Snapper and Blue Morwong.  However, 
the seas were a little choppy and it was hard keeping our baits on the bottom, making the 

fishing tougher this time.   

We fished among an armada of boats off Montague Island in the morning.  However, the 
tough fishing conditions soon thinned out the armada.  Despite the tough fishing conditions, 
Benny used every trick he could think of.  In the end, it paid off as we were the only charter 

boat to land legal sized kingies. 

Steve Bailey landed two legal kingies and Zane landed one.  We also landed 12 legal snapper 
between the six of us, the best being Zane’s 1.4 kg Snapper.  We also landed our fair share 
of Red Rock Cod, Maori Wrasse and Sweep. Among the unusual captures were Jon’s Crimson 

Banded Wrasse and my undersized Amberjack or Samsonfish.   

Towards mid afternoon, fishing around 

Montague Island was becoming 
impossible, so we decided to chase 

flathead in shallower water.  Some of us 
landed some undersized Flathead, with 
Steve Bailey landing the only legal sized 

Flathead. 

Unfortunately, I was unable to stay for 
the remainder of the outing.  However, it 
was pleasing to read the Narooma News 

Online that the CFC dominated the Beach 
and Rock fishing categories, with Shane 

Jasprizza taking out both titles, and Chris

Catch, Clean, Cook. (aka Catch, Capture, Cuisine) 
 

Here’s the fervent follow-up to our flathead feature that flaunts a few fantastic food fixes 

finished from a favourite finned foe that fortunately fights more ferociously than flounder. 

This month Anthony has demonstrated his culinary goods with salmon prepared two ways… 

recipes included. 

Australian Salmon – Two ways 

 
Before: Australian Salmon off Cemetery Beach.      After: Thai Fish Cakes and Smoked fillets of Australian Salmon 

I’ve never been a big fan of the eating qualities of Australian Salmon - it can be very chewy 

and overpowering in flavour.  However, I gave these two recipes a go after the Narooma 

Outing and was very pleasantly surprised.  The strong flavour and chewiness was not a 

problem with either recipe and both turned out to be very tasty meals.   

Thai Fish Cakes 

Ingredients 

 450 g Australian Salmon fillets with the red bits removed and diced. 

 ¼ cup corn flour 

 1 tablespoon of fish sauce 

 3 tablespoons of fresh coriander (or you can use as much as you like) 

 3 teaspoons of Thai Red Curry Paste 

 2 teaspoons of fresh red chillies (or more if you like) 

 2 spring onions finely chopped 

 Sweet chilli sauce or other dipping sauce for serving. 

Process the fish in a blender for 20 seconds or until smooth.  Then add the cornflour, fish 

sauce, coriander, curry paste, and chillies and blend for a further 20 to 30 seconds.  Transfer 

to a bowl and mix in the spring onions.  With wet hands, make roundish patties using two 

tablespoons of mixture per pattie.  Cook the pattie in a fry pan with oil on medium-low heat 

until golden brown on both sides.  Drain oil off patties on a paper towel and serve with sweet 

chilli sauce. 

 



Smoked Australian Salmon fillets 

Ingredients 

 Salmon fillets with skin on. 

 Maple syrup 

 Salt 

This is a pretty simple recipe I got from Steve Samuels when I was trying to find out how to 

smoke trout.  This recipe seems to work very well on Australian Salmon although I was not 

too impressed when I tried it on Tailor.   I like to season my fillets with plenty of crushed salt 

and then brush generous amounts of maple syrup over the fillets.  I assume most people 

know how to smoke fish either in their smoker or on their barbecue.  If you don’t have a 

smoker, you can probably use your barbecue to smoke the fish.  I have a gas barbecue with a 

lid and I place a metal tray of wood chips from Barbecues Galore over the flame and under 

the grill side of hot plate.  Once the wood chips are smoking, I just place the fillets skin side 

on the other side of the hot plate and close the lid for 15 minutes and they’re cooked.
