Recorder’s Report

G'day all,

Our 40 Burrinjuck convention is now behind us. A big thank you is due to all those that
helped on the lead up to the event and on the days it ran. The weather conditions this year
caused the number of captures to be down a little. Managing a boat in 35+ knot winds is hard
enough, let alone trying to get a line in the water. This caused there to be just 109 European
Carp totalling 254 kg, 26 Golden Perch, 8 Red Fin and a single Silver Perch weighed in. This is
roughly half the numbers of last year.

Club captures are running fairly light at the moment too. This may be due to my missing the
last two meetings through one thing or another. Actually, at the time of the November
meeting my father and I were returning from St. George’s Basin where I had managed to put
him on top of a 96 cm Dusky Flathead. He was still buzzing a little several hours later. That
aside, I would like to remind members that you do have the option of submitting your capture
sheets through the web site. They are then automatically directed to me.

Brian Stacy continues to dominate the Flathead by scoring yet another 75 cm version last
week. Shane Jazprizza knocked yours truly off the Saltwater Length standings with two nice
sized Tailor from Tilba Beach. I had taken the title briefly from Daniel McNiece with a couple
of St. George’s Basin Tailor but didn’t survive at the top long enough to even make a single
report.

The next outing for the club is the Burrinjuck outing for the opening of the Murray Cod
season. We will be competing against the Morven Fishing Club again this year, with the
competition being based on the total length of all Yellow Belly and Murray Cod caught by
members over the weekend. This year they have asked for us to have photo evidence of
captures so please make sure you take a decent photo of all caught fish on a brag mat.
Additionally, they have asked for a list of names of the competing members by the Saturday
lunch time barbeque, so make sure you have your name registered for the outing by then or
your captures won't count.

On the continuing saga of the ANSA rules clarifications I now received a response from ANSA
themselves. Standard line most definitely does include braid and masters can most definitely
be claimed on standard line. That means, that fishing the combination of 6 |Ib braid main line
with an 8 |b flouro-carbon leader is legal for a master’s claim. However, it is a personal goal
and each member needs to have their own rules on what they will accept a masters on. I now
need to come up with a way of knowing each person’s personal
goals.

That's it from me for another month. Keep those capture forms
rolling in!

195 anglers celebrate Burrinjuck’s 40 Birthday

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The Canberra Fisherman’s Club reached a major milestone when it hosted the 40" ANSA
Burrinjuck Convention on 31 October-2 November 2014. One hundred and ninety-five
anglers from 14 fishing clubs gathered at Burrinjuck Waters State Park on the shores of Lake
Burrinjuck, located 330 km south-west of Sydney and 110 km from Canberra.

With the lake at 80% and bathed in sunshine on the Friday,
conditions were almost perfect. But by early Saturday
morning, anglers were greeted with bright red skies at
dawn. As the day progressed, the sky turned to ominous
shades of grey as rain fell and winds gusted up to 40 knots
at times. The rain cleared by mid afternoon and blue skies
returned by Sunday morning. The wind eased off enough for
some anglers to take their boats back onto the lake on
Sunday morning but it was still cold and unpleasant.

Not surprisingly, the number of fish caught over the
weekend was down compared to previous years as the
weather made fishing tough. Nevertheless, there were still

fish to be caught by those prepared to tough it out.

195 anglers having dinner

Over the weekend, anglers weighed in 109 European Carp weighing a total of 254.88 kg, 26
Golden Perch, 8 Redfin Perch, and 1 Silver Perch. Most of the natives including the Silver
Perch were released unharmed after being weighed.

Angela Bandulet of Canberra Fisherman’s Club claimed the Highest Point Scoring Native
Trophy with a 4.29 kg Golden Perch, Kayne Clark of Botany Bay Sportsfishing Club claimed
the Junior Highest Point Scoring Native Trophy with a 2.54 kg Golden Perch.

Kimberley Stolk of Wollongong Sportsfishing Club claimed the Highest Point Scoring Carp
Trophy in the Ladies Section while Kobi Robinson of Happy Hookers Sportsfishing Club and
Rachel Camilleri of Botany Bay Sportsfishing Club claimed the trophies for Highest Point
Scoring Carp Junior Boy and Junior Girl respectively.

John Sabo and Ty Schneider claimed the Heaviest Senior and Heaviest Junior Redfin trophies
with a 0.27 kg and a 0.146 kg Redfin Perch respectively. Once again, the Heaviest Salmonoid
Trophy went unclaimed at the Burrinjuck Convention.

As always, the fight for the Champion Club was closely fought between Wollongong
Sportsfishing Club and the Botany Bay Sportsfishing Club. In the end, Wollongong
Sportsfishing Club claimed the trophy with 37 points, followed by Botany Bay Sportfishing
Club with 31 points, with Happy Hookers Sportsfishing Club in third place with 12 points, and
Ocean Beach Hotel Fishing Club and the Canberra Fisherman’s Club in equal fourth place on 5
points each.

Once again, there was strong participation by the junior anglers at the Burrinjuck Convention.
While the juniors only represented 16% of all anglers, they accounted for 44% of the fish
weighed in. The junior anglers represent the future leaders of our clubs and the fishing
community. Therefore, it is pleasing to see junior anglers getting ‘hooked into fishing’ at
events such as the Burrinjuck Convention.

The Canberra Fisherman’s Club would like to thank all our sponsors including Tackle World
Canberra and Fishing Monthly Magazine who helped make this event successful. Without the
sponsors this event would not be able to run. The Club looks forward to hosting its 415t ANSA
