Recorder’s Report 
 

G‟day all, 

Spring appears to be in full swing now! There have been some cracking fishing days 

recently. I hope some of you managed to get out and enjoy them, and that capture sheets 

will begin to arrive soon. 

That said, the last month has been pretty quiet. The only capture sheets I have received 

came from the Kalkite Outing, Adam Martin and I. The Kalkite outing looks to have been 

cleaned up All Tackle wise by Kyle Walton who landed all three of the expect species, while 

Steve Bailey recorded a very nice 2.2 kg Brown Trout caught on 1 kg line. 

Since there is little for me to report on this month I thought I‟d include here the content of 

a post I made recently on the club forums in response to a question on what line is 

acceptable for masters.  

The actual rule, taken from the ANSA 2012 Rule Book, is … 

Signature pre-test, Factory pre-test and standard line may be used for Masters 

captures. Such line will be accepted at the manufacturers stated line breaking 

strain specification. The use of braid and breakaway combination lines (as 

defined) are eligible with the qualification that the breakaway line may be 

standard (non pre-test) line. 

This means that you can use any non-metallic line in natural fibre or synthetic. One thing 

to note is that braid is not considered standard line as far as I can tell, it can only be used 

in a breakaway combination. However, if using braid and you use a standard line or pre-

test leader that is of a lesser breaking strain than the braid, you can claim that it is a 

breakaway combination at the rating of the leader (e.g. if using 6lb braid with a 4lb leader 

you can claim the leader is a 4lb breakaway. If you used 8lb leader on your 6lb braid, you 

could not). 

Since masters are a personal goal and not against any other ANSA member they leave it a 

little open as to how far the angler wants to go personally. We have some members who 

will only claim a masters if the main line is pre-test line, some that will allow themselves to 

use braid with pre-test breakaways, some that use braid with a standard line breakaway 

and some that just use standard line for their mainline. 

Lastly, the following diagram describes the requirements for a break-away. 

 

One of the less obvious benefits of using pre-test line for your breakaway or main line is 

that pre-test line is specifically developed for the ANSA line classes, meaning it matches 

the line class brackets closely. If you use non pre-test line, you may be making things 



harder for yourself by using a line that is not near to the top of the line class breaking 

strain. For example, say you are using 10lb leader. 10lb is 4.54kg, which means it falls in 

the 6kg ANSA line class (the next one down being 4kg, there is no 5kg class). 12lb is 

5.45kg, which also falls in the 6kg line class. Fishing the lighter 10lb line instead of 12lb 

line has gained you nothing as far as ANSA is concerned. 

I hope that clears up a few things for those people interested in starting on their master‟s 

certificates. As usual, if you have any questions please feel free to shoot me and email or 

ask me at a meeting. Better yet, ask the question on the club‟s forums so that everybody 

in the club can see the question and benefit from the answer, that‟s what the forums are 

there for! 

Always remember that the club points based competitions require the use of pre-test line, 

either as a breakaway or as the whole main line.

Yellow Belly:  The water levels have continued to rise this week however there were 2 
days where more water went out then came in. There is up to 25 mm predicted over the 
region for Wednesday night. Water temps have also continued to climb with the warmer 

weather with the water temp reaching over 18 deg in the main basin on Tuesday. Bait 
fishing with worms or small yabbies from along the park foreshore is producing fish 

particularly late evening into dark. A couple of fish were also picked up casting lures while 
walking the bank. Bobbing yabbies on trees at Macey‟s & Little Scrubby also resulted in a 
bag of fish for Jarrod from Junee up to 48 cm. Trolling lures continues to be tough going at 

the bottom end of the Dam. I managed 1 yellow casting a soft vibe in the main basin 
Tuesday. I trolled various lures for several hours without a touch but managed a couple of 

species casting to snags in the shallower water. 
 

Redfin:  Remain very quiet. 1 report from Jarrod taken while bobbing on trees with a 
yabbie. Also had reports of shrimp being caught in traps so won‟t be long before they also 
fire up  

 
Carp: I visited a few of the spots where I found warmer water last week and found huge 

numbers of carp. They were clearly visible in the clearing water. 
 
Trout: No reports 

 
Park News: There are still powered sites and plenty of camping for the upcoming long 

weekends. Fires will still be allowed until the weather heats up and the park begins to dry 
out. Lawlers function area has had 2 internal wood heaters added. Further concrete works 
and seating has now been completed to the new Wombats camp kitchen.

NSW DPI accommodates 80% the Club’s responses to 
proposed changes to bag and size limits for recreational 
fishing

The NSW Department of Primary Industries announced this month that 16 changes to bag 

and size limits and rules relating to fishing equipment will take effect on 3 November 2014.  
A fact sheet outlining the proposed changes can be found under the Notices Section. 
 

Originally, there were 45 proposed changes on the table and the Club lodged a submission 
in response to those proposed changes.  The DPI has accommodated the Club‟s position on 

36 of the proposed changes, and only implemented six changes opposed by the Club.  The 
DPI did not proceed with two of the proposed changes supported by the Club. The Club 
also supported proposed changes to Murray Cod rules, but the DPI ended up adopting 

different changes for Murray Cod.    
 

The Club prepared its submission by seeking the views of the members to the proposed 
changes with a questionnaire form asking them to score against each proposal with 1 = 
strongly oppose and 5 = strongly support. The Club also circulated a summary of the 

Status of Fisheries Resources in NSW 2008/09 to assist members in completing the survey 
forms.  Survey forms were completed by or on behalf of 49 members (or 39% of the 

membership). 
 
The Club based its submission by supporting proposals that were supported or strongly 

supported by 51% or more of the members surveyed and opposing proposals that received 
less than 51% support.  In some cases, the Club has strongly opposed or strongly 

supported a proposal where 51% or more strongly opposed or strongly supported that 
proposal. 
 

It would be impossible to ascertain the extent to which the Club‟s submission influenced 
the final outcome as the DPI received 5,440 submissions.  Regardless, the Club was 

successful on 36 out of 45 proposed changes resulting in an 80% success rate.  Thank you 
to everyone who took the time to complete the questionnaire last year.
