Fish stocking in the Queanbeyan River – 5 February 2016 

 
Peter Kilfoyle from the Canberra Anglers Association with some of the 8500 Murray Cod fingerlings released by the 
Queanbeyan City Council on 5 February 2016. 
 

The Queanbeyan City Council released 8500 Murray Cod fingerlings into the Queanbeyan 

River on 5 February 2016. Funding for this project has been partially provided through the 

DPI’s Dollar for Dollar program grant of $3000 and matched by a Council contribution of 

$3000. Peter Kilfoyle and Bill Blair from the Canberra Anglers Club and myself attended the 

event as representatives of the CRFA.  

It’s great to see the Queanbeyan City Council supporting recreational fishing in the 

Queanbeyan River.  Judging by the number of kids riding their bikes through town with 

fishing rods in their backpacks, fishing is very popular 

among the juniors in Queanbeyan.  

While we were there, officers from the Queanbeyan 

City Council mentioned to us that they were finding 

discarded fishing line with hooks, and rubbish (such as 

packaging for fishing lures) being left at various fishing 

spots. One officer told me she had to remove fish 

hooks from swans and removed opera house nets with 

dead turtles inside. If you see any rubbish at your 

favourite fishing spot, then the Council and the 

majority of anglers who do the right thing will be most 

grateful if you could bag and dispose that rubbish.  

The Queanbeyan City Council has received a grant 

from the DPI Recreational Fishing Trust for $2700 to 



install educational signs along with fishing line and tackle disposal bins, at six locations 

adjacent to fishing sites along the Queanbeyan River and Lake Jerrabomberra.  

These bins are designed as a practical environmental solution for the recovery of lost fishing 

line and tackle that litter our beautiful waterways. The bins act as a means to collect fishing 

tackle and also as a behaviour change reminder that keeping your fishing spot tidy allows the 

fisher a better experience fishing. You can find out more about this project in the 

Queanbeyan City Council’s media release. 

Queanbeyan Resnagging Project – three years later and paying dividends. 

You may recall the CRFA resnagged a section of the Queanbeyan River on 28 May 2013 

thanks to a NSW DPI Habitat Action Grant of $21,950 (see page 19 of the Club’s June 2013 

Newsletter. We received reports at the Queanbeyan 4WD show that the resnagged section of 

the river is now producing Cod. Anthony Kumarasinhe, who has been fishing the resnagged 

section of the river, recently sent this email to the CRFA: 

 

Thank you Anthony for sharing this news with us. Anthony did submit some photos but given 

the size of this month’s report, there was no room to include them in this article. However, 

Anthony has given us a nice demonstration that healthy habitats are the keys to healthy 

fisheries.

The Woodlands and Wetlands Trust, in partnership with the ACT Government, celebrated 

World Wetlands Day by hosting the Jerrambomberra Wetlands Festival on 7 February 2016.  

Steve Samuels (Monaro Acclimatisation Society), Bill Blair and Peter Kilfoyle (Canberra 

Anglers Association), and Shane Jasprizza and I ran the Capital Region Fishing Alliance exhibit 

near the front gate under the shade of some generously leafy gum trees. The kayak was a 

great talking point for the visitors and Shane and I had some help from Steve, Bill and Peter 

in selling tickets for the Fish Stocking Raffle. Steve also gave visitors an update on how soon 

the Koi Herpes Virus might be deployed to reduce Carp numbers in the Murray Darling 

System. However, before the virus can be deployed, logistical issues about what you do with 

rivers full of dead Carp and how to prevent a surge in the Redfin Perch population filling in 

the void left by the Carp needs to be addressed. 

Also present was Antia Brademan from the Upper Murrumbidgee Demonstration Reach. She 

advised that the UMDR now has good data on Carp movements with its Carp Research 

Program (this consists of Carp Trapping, Electronic Tracking of Carp, and angler diaries). If 

there is sufficient interest from our members, I’m sure Antia will be happy to attend a Club 

meeting to tell us what the UMDR has learnt from its research.

Dear ANSA Colleague, 

I am writing to bring you up to date on a couple of important issues. 

Commonwealth Marine Reserves. 

Assistant Fisheries Minister, Senator Anne Ruston, recently travelled throughout Qld speaking 

to recreational fishers seeking their views about the impacts of the proposed Commonwealth 

marine reserve roll out, particularly implications for the Coral Sea Marine Reserve. 

By all accounts the longstanding ANSA position of "no recreational fisher lockouts without 

justifiable science" was clearly reinforced by all those who had the good fortune to speak with 

the Senator. 

Allan Hansard (ARFF), Brett Cleary (GFAA) and myself met with Environmental Minister Greg 

Hunt in Canberra  last week to reaffirm our "no lock out" position on marine reserves and to 

remind the government of its pre-election commitment to support marine parks based only 

on appropriate science acknowledging that recreational fishers were not a threat to the 

marine environment and it was not the Coalition's intention to support a lockout of 

recreational fishers or restrict the ability of recreational fishers to access local areas. Ongoing 

consultation with recreational fishers was also promised. 

Since coming to power the Coalition did establish Bioregional Advisory panels in those 

locations where it was proposed new Commonwealth marine reserves would be established -

  Coral Sea Reserve, Temperate East, South West, North West and North Reserve 

networks. ANSA together with members of ARFF have consulted regularly with these panels 

and have consistently argued the case for a better deal for recreational fishers which included 

no lockouts without justifiable science and a more liberal interpretation of what will or won’t 

be allowed in IUCN 11 green zones which currently impose a ban on all forms of commercial 

and recreational fishing. 

The Advisory panels have now concluded their review process and have made 

recommendations to the Minister. These recommendations have not yet been made public but 

our information is that the recommendations are not that different from those proposed when 

Labor was in power and the current interpretation of IUCN 11 is to stand. 

At our recent meeting with Minister Hunt we expressed our disappointment with the reported 

outcome of the Advisory panel review and appealed to the Minster and the government to 

reconsider the plight of recreational fishers - especially to re-examine the merit of allowing a 

more flexible interpretation of IUCN 11 in the regulations so that some forms of managed 

recreational fishing would be permissible in these zones. Minster Hunt did agree to reconsider 

this option as it was in his words " important that we get the process right".

The final plans for the marine reserves will be released for public consultation in about 3 

months’ time. In the interim we will continue to have constructive dialogue with Minster Hunt 

and Assistant Minister Ruston. 

Supertrawler 

AFMA announced on 29 January that fishing operations of the Geelong Star were stopped 

following an unexpected high mortality of Albatross during its most recent trawl operations 

along the NSW South Coast. It seems that the Geelong Star is concentrating its fishing efforts 

within zone 6 which extends from south of Sydney down to Port Albert in Victoria and the top 

east side of Tasmania. Due to mid water trawl restrictions which apply across much of zone 6 

the Geelong Star has been fishing close to State water boundaries and there have been many 

confirmed sightings of the vessel fishing inshore off Bermagui/ Merimbula. 

Fishing operations have now resumed following consultation with AFMA and changes to the 

trawling gear which it is believed will avoid trawling interaction with Albatross and minimise 

mortalities. ANSA and other ARFF members will continue to closely monitor the fishing 

operations of the Geelong Star and other activities which have a bearing on the small pelagic 

fishery. 

ANSA has also made a formal submission to the Senate Inquiry into the environmental, social 

and economic impacts of large capacity fishing vessels, commonly known as supertrawlers, 

operating in Australia's marine jurisdiction. A copy of the ANSA submission is attached and all 

relevant submissions can be found on the following AFMA link 

http://www.aph.gov.au/Parliamentary_Business/Committees/Senate/Environment_and_Com

munications/Supertrawlers/Submissions. The ANSA submission can also be viewed on the 

ANSA website.  

In excess of 100 submissions have been lodged with the Senate Inquiry thus far but most 

embrace a simple message "No Supertrawlers". If you can make the time I strongly 

recommend that you read over the ARFF and RFA submissions and those put forward by 

Seafish Tasmania (owner/operators of the Geelong Star) and the SPFIA industry body. 

There has been quite a bit of recreational fisher and community unrest on the NSW South 

Coast with the inshore fishing operations of the Geelong Star. Sitting local member for Eden 

Monaro, Dr Peter Hendy (Assistant Minister for Productivity) is very much aware of the 

concerns of local recreational fishers and to his credit has met with local community groups 

voicing protest about the Geelong Star and its impacts upon local communities. 

In terms of ongoing engagement between the owner operators of the Geelong Star, AFMA 

and members of ARFF - including ANSA, no decision has been taken by ARFF members at this 

time and we will review all options in light of the Senate Inquiry deliberations and any other 

issue of importance that might arise over the interim. 

AGM and Changes to the National Executive 

The ANSA National AGM and Branch Delegates meeting was held in Sydney late October last 

year and it was pleasing to see most State Branches represented and a wide range of State 

and National topics addressed. You can view the 2015 ANSA National report which details

From the Editor 
Well, there is definitely something to be said about local knowledge. Not exactly a local (even 

though ‘Good Greef’ lives there), but I like to think that I’m at the very least in the early 

stages of becoming a bit of a regular fisho of the Tomaga River. I’ve managed to get a few 

legal flathead and bream out of this little fishery over the past year or so but, I’m still yet to 

find anything close to the big girls that I have heard (and sometimes seen in fishing forums) 

are to be found in this little estuary, but considering the abundance of poddy mullet, I’m not 

surprised there lurk some big lizards in there.  

Now speaking of local knowledge, I have definitely learned a thing or two during my sessions 

at the Tomakin boat ramp. I generally like to head down there with a few cool ales and a few 

prawns – the serenity of wetting a line in this spot with a few quiet ales, regardless of what 

ends up on the line, is simply priceless in my opinion. On one of my recent sessions I was as 

usual minding my own business in my own little world. About 50 metres away from me I 

couldn’t help notice this old bloke who, what felt like every time I turned around, was getting 

some very good action on his rod (that when I got a closer look, was probably as old as him). 

I later found out that he was 87 and had been fishing the same spot for 65 years. After a 

good hour, we had each pulled in a similar 

number of fish but in contrast to my efforts, 

all of his were keepers. What to me was the 

bigger surprise was the species – drummer. I 

know drummer are vegetarian and I have only 

caught them as a by-catch, but I still had to 

ask what he was using. ‘Sea Cabbage’ was his 

answer. I can sense my veteran readers 

having a ‘well duh’ moment but it should be 

said that there comes a point in everyone’s 

life (hopefully countless points that happen 

over the full duration) that they become 

aware of something they were previously 

oblivious to - learning!  

As fishos, we should definitely approach our craft with the attitude and expectation that there 

is always something new to learn. Whether it be about a location – like the one from the 

anecdote you have just read, a knot (the FG knot for example), a species’ behaviour or 

habits, a new method of working a lure or rigging up bait. Now consider the variables 

involved in every individual set up such as the rod, reel, line, leader and terminal tackle. Then 

think about the options available in each of these items such as size, brand, construction 

material, guides, grip, reel seat, drag, breaking strains, the countless lure types, sizes and 

colours and lastly, the different hook and sinker types and sizes available and, I’ve already 

touched on bait. Where am I headed with this? you ask… actually in two distinct directions.  

1. It doesn’t matter how experienced a fisho you are, it’s impossible to have fished it all 

so there will always be something new to learn and to me, that’s exciting! Adding to 

this, the more knowledge and experience you have, the more you can impart because 

there will always be someone who is keen to learn. Sharing a little something from 

your ‘bag of tricks’ in this world of catch-and-release no longer means that you are

going to lose all of the fish from your favourite spot due to overfishing as a result of 

the frivolous handing out of secrets. 

2. No matter how much gear you have, there’s always room and a convincing argument 

for more.
