Gastroliths 
by The Armchair Angler 

Gastroliths are literally, stomach stones, variously used by animals to grind food or provide 

ballast. They’re also better known for their association with dinosaurs due to their massive 

size and antiquity. 

However, as a long time trout fisho, the gastroliths I’m most interested in are those derived 

from crayfish, and that’s because for much of the year the trout in Jindabyne and Eucumbene 

are dependent on crayfish – particularly the Browns. From the perspective of traditional 

daytime fishos like me, this dependence on crayfish does not work in my favour because it 

means the fish now tend to feed more at night and at deeper levels, and this makes fishing 

Jindabyne and Eucumbene a greater challenge than it once was, so to increase my chances I 

need to observe, reflect, and adapt. 

Crayfish gastroliths are found inside crayfish and, more commonly, on the bottom of the lake 

long after the crayfish that formed them has been consumed by a trout, shag, or water rat.   

They are white half hemispheres of calcium carbonate with an indented flat centre, much like 

the cup of a mushroom after it has been detached from the stem. They are formed in pairs 

and two similar sized ones are often found in close proximity to each other.

Their function is intriguing. Crayfish must shed their shell as they grow and they are 

vulnerable when in their soft shell state. This is no great drama for salt water crayfish 

because salt water contains a large amount of dissolved calcium carbonate and they simply 

retire to a quiet place, accumulate new calcium from the water, and in a few days they have 

a nice new hard shell. Fresh water however has little dissolved calcium and it takes much 

longer for freshwater crayfish to accumulate sufficient calcium to harden up their new shell.   

In addition, the best place for freshwater crayfish to accumulate calcium is in the mouth of 

their burrows where they are vulnerable to passing trout and to eviction by neighbouring 

crayfish. Crayfish neighbourhoods are tough places and everyone thinks the neighbour has a 

better house. 



In an attempt to address this problem, freshwater crayfish have developed the ability to pre 

store a stock of calcium in their stomach. When the time comes to shed their shell and grow a 

new one they draw on this store to quickly harden up the new shell on their head and thorax.   

This is the important end because that’s the part that protrudes from the burrow.

So you may ask, “how does any of this help me catch more fish?” The simple answer is that it 

probably doesn’t, but at least when I find gastroliths on the bottom I know I’m in prime 

crayfish territory, and so I’ll tie on my favourite crayfish imitation and then cover that stretch 

of water more thoroughly and with greater persistence and enthusiasm... and that’s what 

catches more fish!

For those who follow Micah Adams’ Adventure Angler TV series on Fox Sports or free-

to-air TV (ONE HD), the recently aired final episode in Series 6 featured Micah 

returning to Hinchinbrook to fish with his old mate Dave Bradley for what Micah 

described as the pinnacle of Aussie Salt Water Fly Fishing – the Saltwater Grand Slam

By way of some history, back in about 2010 Micah captured his first Permit on the 

Hinchinbrook sand flats ably guided by Dave Bradley. Dave heads a top-notch SWFF 

guiding service called Australian Flyfishing Outfitters and Dave’s #1 guiding partner is 

a gentle giant by the name of Clint Isaac. 

Clint is an easy-going guide who politely pushes his clients to achieve their very best, 

and then some; but he’s also an extremely talent fly fisho to boot. So, if you’re 

interested in following Clint’s numerous global escapades then pick up the latest 

edition of Fishing Wild (No.20) at your local newsagent. It’s a cracking read, and for 

only $12.95 you get to visit places and catch species you’ve only ever dreamed 

about. 

However, just to show that I do occasionally get out of the armchair, in 

August/September 2014 I decided to follow in Micah’s footsteps to Hinchinbrook 

where, as an apprentice SW fly fisho, I somewhat vainly took up the challenge of the 

illusive Aussie Saltwater Grand Slam.

territory accessible only by seaplane. 

Again no luck landing the primary target, although I did manage to momentarily 

connect to a massive 16+LBer before poor line management skills resulted in a 

cleanly snapped 2/0 hook on my crab pattern fly. 

However, all was not lost because in the final session I did manage to capture the 

Blue’s poor cousin, the Brown Bastard (aka Blubber-lip Bream, Brown Sweetlips) – 

though having seen the pictures some now conjecture that my Brown may actually 

have been a juvenile Blue! I guess I’ll never really know for sure unless someone out 

there would like to hazard a guess. 

So, if you too would like to follow in Micah’s footsteps but do so from the comfort of 

your own armchair, whilst you’re waiting for Series 5 & 6 to hit the stores why not 

warm up with a few practice casts with Season 1-4 in which Micah’s Hinchinbrook and 

Kimberley fly fishing adventures feature prominently. 

Oh, and apart from The Kimberley and Hinchinbrook you’ll also get to visit Tasmania, 

The Great Barrier Reef, Mallacoota, Bemm River, Bligh Reef, Alaska, Melville Island, 

NSW Sth Coast, Cape York, Swan River, Tongariro River, Cassini Island (a top spot if 

Sails are the name of your game), Cooktown, Fraser Island, PNG, The Coral Sea,

COMPLIANCE: All competitors must comply with rules and regulations laid down or in force during 
the Convention by the host club or by any Government body or authority. Any fish captured during 
the Convention cannot be sold and must comply with all recreational size and bag limits. 

DISPUTES/SAFETY C’TEE: The committee will adjudicate on any dispute or breach of rules by a 
competitor or participating club and also exercise discretion to suspend or cancel any section of 
the Convention in the interest of competitor safety due to inclement weather. The decision of the 
Committee will be final. 

LIABILITY: Narooma Sport and Gamefishing Club Inc and the NSW Branch of ANSA will not be 
responsible for any accidents or injuries during the entire Convention.   

RISK: A Risk Warning has been issued to all competitors of this Convention.  

PROTESTS:  Any protest must be in writing and handed to a member of the disputes committee 
by midnight of that particular day, except on the final day when they must be handed in by 1 pm. 

FISH CLEANING: Cleaning of fish can be done either at the clubhouse, (on the back deck 
cleaning tables) or the fish cleaning tables outside the clubhouse. 

ETIQUETTE:   Competitors are requested to observe etiquette on the water and comply with any 
rule laid down by any Statutory Authority. 

MEAL TICKETS: These must be shown on request.  NO TICKET - NO MEAL. Competitors must 

provide their own eating utensils. 

DUMPING OF FISH: The dumping of fish after weighing will not be accepted as a sustainable 
practice encouraged by the Convention Committee. Ensure fish that are to be weighed are 
presented in a “fit for consumption” manner and are utilised as a human food source after 
weighing. On-site freezing facilities are available to competitors.  

 

 

CONVENTION RULES 
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BOAT AND ROCK SAFETY 

All boats must comply with safety requirements as laid down by Roads and Maritime Services. Any 

boat not complying with these regulations will risk disqualification. The Safety Committee reserves 
the right to inspect any boat to ensure compliance. 
Alcohol and boating don’t mix. The blood alcohol limit on the water is the same as on the roads 

0.05% - be mindful the combined impact of wind, sun and wave action multiply the effect of 
alcohol. Your chances of disorientation and drowning are increased - this applies to everyone, the 
skipper, crew and passengers. 

Ensure you have sufficient approved lifejackets for all aboard the boat and everyone on board 
knows where they are located and how and when to use them. A lifejacket can be the difference 
between survival and disaster in a boating accident especially when crossing bars when the 

wearing of a lifejacket is compulsory by law. 
Always check the weather (Weather Info’ line 1900 937107) and log your boat on and off with 
Marine Rescue Narooma. Keep your radio alert for weather changes or warnings. Do not hesitate 

to seek assistance if you need it. Do not rely solely on a mobile phone for help as the range of 
most mobile phones is limited at sea. Log on using 27.860 frequency or Channel 16 VHF 
frequency 

Most boating accidents involve recreational craft of less than 6 metres. It is important you know the 
wind and wave limits of your boat and don’t take chances in conditions you might not be able to 
handle. If you do capsize, stay with the boat and your chances of rescue are improved. 

 
Rock Fishing can be dangerous. Never fish by yourself. Fish in a group of at least 3 people and 
within sight of each other. Inform others of your plans – always let family or friends know where 

you are going and when you will be back. If some one is washed in, one person should ideally stay 
and help while the other alerts emergency services. Dial 000 or 112 on mobile to access 
emergency services. 

Wear the right gear. Light clothing such as shorts and a spray jacket or a wet suit will let you swim 
more easily if you are washed in. Jumpers can be heavy and difficult to take off in the water. Wear 
sandals and sandshoes with non slip soles or with cleats to suit the rock surface. Wear a lifejacket 

or buoyancy vest and bring something buoyant that can be easily thrown and held onto to help 
stay afloat. Carry ropes and torches. 
Observe first - fish later. Spend some time watching your intended spot to get an idea of the 

conditions over a full swell/wave cycle. Know the tides as wave conditions can worsen with a rising 
tide. Plan an escape route in case you are washed in. Stay calm if you are washed in – swim away 
from the rocks and look for a safe place to come ashore or stay afloat until help comes. Stay alert 

– never turn your back on the sea. If waves, weather or swell threaten your fishing spot then leave 
immediately.  
Avoid fishing in exposed locations during rough or rising seas. Make sure you are aware of local 

weather, swell and tidal conditions before going fishing. Call the Weather Info’ line on 1900 
937107. Be aware that conditions can and do change dramatically and quickly. 

 

WEATHER WARNINGS 
The Convention Committee reserves the right to call off the fishing activities 
should weather and water conditions be dangerous and/or the Bureau of 

Meteorology issues a gale warning for our immediate area or nearby waters.  
This situation will be communicated to all competitors should the occasion arise.  
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Note: Maximum of 200 points per species as per ANSA NSW Tagging List per 
angler to encourage versatility.

TAGGING SPECIES AS PER ANSA NSW  
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1. Marine Rescue Narooma 27.880 for emergency calls. All competitors are encouraged and expected 
to log on and off with Marine Rescue Narooma. Log on for coverage using 27.860 frequency or VHF 
Channel 16 

2. Minimum of 50 ANSA points per species to be eligible for weighing in the Convention.  

3. All Tackle, Non line Class entries (species Kingfish, Morwong, Salmon, Snapper, Bonito, Trevally, 
Tuna, Bream, Tailor and Flathead) MUST be of legal size for entry into the Convention. 

4. Junior Catch and Release and Senior Catch and Release entries must be Legal Length fish for entry 
into the Convention. All fish must be measured on a recognised measuring device such as the 
ANSA Brag Mat or a Fisheries Brag Mat or a reputable measuring device with increments no less 
than 5mm, have the issued coloured sticker on or beside the fish and photographed for viewing by 
the Weighmaster, to be eligible for the Convention. Fish can also be measured by the Weighmaster 
at the clubhouse, then released. 

5. Coloured stickers for Catch and Release divisions will be issued on each evening, at the clubhouse, 
prior to the next day’s fishing. 

6. All fish to be measured length overall i.e. from the end of the tail to the leading edge of the jaw. 

7. For both the Junior and Senior Catch and Release Divisions, 1 point per centimetre in length shall 
be awarded to each eligible species (as per the ANSA List of Species) as well as 50 points per each 
fish measured and entered. Eg 30 cm Bream would be 30 points plus 50 points, total 80 points. 

8. Maximum of 200 points per species for Tagging. 

9. The tails of fish will be nipped at weigh-in so please identify your fish in some other manner. 

10. All fish weighed or tagged must be of legal length. 

11. Any fish not in the weigh-in area, in the Clubhouse, by 1 pm Sunday, 13 March 2016, will not be 
eligible. 

12. Dispose of your rubbish in bins or take with you. Keep Narooma beautiful. 

13. We are in a built up area so please be considerate of local residents and keep noise to a minimum. 

14. Bring your own eating utensils. 

15. Boat Wash Down facility is NOT AVAILABLE at the Clubhouse. Please wash down at the wash 
down area provided near Quota Park, only 100 metres from NSGFC Clubhouse. 

16. Refreshments will be available for purchase at the Convention including soft drinks at breakfast. 

17. Due to the increasing usage of Braid/Gelspun lines, fish can be caught and weighed or released on 
Braid/Gelspun in the following Divisions; All Tackle Non Line Class, Catch and Release Junior, 
Catch and Release Senior and Tagging.  

18. Lady and Junior competitors should nominate the section they wish to enter their fish at weigh-in to 
the weigh-master.

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GAMEFISHING: Trophy will be presented to the highest point scoring capture by an angler fishing from a 
vessel anywhere outside enclosed waters. Minimum 6 kg tackle to be eligible for entry and fish weighed 
must be equal or heavier than line class used.
