5. Supporting and encouraging activities
that preserve, restore and enhance
fisheries and fish habitat

6. Understanding and observing all
fishing regulations and reporting illegal
fishing activities

7. Preventing pollution and protecting
wildlife by removing rubbish

8. Taking care when boating and
anchoring to avoid damage to wildlife
and habitat

9. Using established roads and tracks

10.Reporting environmental damage

11.Avoiding unnecessary interactions with
wildlife species and their habitats

12.Practising courtesy towards all those
who use inland and coastal waters

13.0btaining permission from landholders
and traditional owners before entering
their land

14.Caring for our own safety and the
safety of others when fishing.

Bails’ and Lemmo’s Burrinjuck adventure

With helping out the club, some birthday drinks (Deja vu from last year?), catching up with
old friends and the chance of a few good fish, Burrinjuck was set to be big this year.

On Friday, we helped with set-up, checked into the cabin and were onto the water just after
lunch. The wind didn’t help and we trolled all arvo for two carp to Bails up the Bidgee Arm.
Things weren't looking good as none of my lures were working. We did a quick location
change to Wade Island and we trolled around the trees at the entrance. Bails was on and he
promptly tangled up in the snags with the fish still surging on the line. Fifteen frustrating
minutes with the tackle-back in the wind was rewarded with a bust off. Next, it was my turn
as I quickly hooked up on 2 kg braid and was instantly busted off. Bye-bye Rapala perch
pattern Shadrap on its second swim ever!

After that, it was back for dinner, raffle and birthday drinks. Bails
tried to get me to go to bed early as we were on Saturday
brekkie shift. No chance as I partied on towards midnight with
Anthony, Kooka and Penny but, I still managed to be up at 4
o’clock. There was no time for a kip after brekkie and we were
soon off in the boat for a troll up the Bidgee Arm. Luckily, we
spotted an old bloke retrieving his shrimp pots who told us he
got some nice Yellas on shrimp. We then set two pots with the
roast chicken Bails had brought for our lunch. Chicken wings and
stuffing worked a treat and we soon had ten good shrimp.

We motored up the Goodradigbee Arm past Wade Island and
found some trees. Having never bobbed for Yellas, I asked Bails if
he knew the proper rig for bobbing? He had previously done a bit
with Dave Walton but we were pretty much on our own. I rigged
up a quick bit of 6 kg bite leader on my 1 kg spin outfit, 00 pea
sinker and red 4 baitholder hook and away I went. Photo (left)
shows one baited up.

I cast my bait out a bit from the back of the boat towards the
second tree in eight metres of water. It landed nowhere near the
tree stump but it was not long before I said to Bails, “just got a
bite”. I felt little tiny taps 1, 2, 3, 4 times but no weight. One
more and I struck and suddenly found myself in world of pain! I
hooked a big Yella making his way straight under the boat and around the tree stump. With
screaming drag, it was all over in five seconds followed by loud heehawing from Bails! Okay,
that’s what bobbing is all about.

I re-rigged in five seconds flat, counted another
shrimp down and felt bites almost instantly. I was
ready this time with more drag and quick reflexes. A
few tense minutes later with some handy rod work
and fast winding, I saw a cracking Yella on its way
into the net - I was a happy boy now with my first
fish measuring 49cm and weighing 2.71kg - my
best Yellowbelly for some time.




Bails was on next and he soon had a
slightly smaller model (46 cm) in the
net. How good is this? I got pantsed on
my next drop and then landed another
good one of 48 cm. Now we know what
we're doing. Next fish was a Reddie to
Bails, followed by another on the biggest
shrimp and the bite was over after
twenty minutes of frantic fishing.
Apparently this is normal with Yellas and
you need to try many trees sometimes
to find them. Look out next year!

Have a look at the photos, some of the shrimp were
huge and gave a fair old nip when you grabbed them.
After checking the pots again, we saw something
swimming across the river to Wade Island. Getting
closer, we could see it wasn’t a snake but a big
goanna that looked like a Burrinjuck crocodile! He was
a good four and a
half to five-foot long
and swimming like a
champ with his back
legs and tail. We weren't trying to get too close but we
snapped off a few photos with a good one of him right next
to the boat and about to climb on-board. A good look
showed him as a Lace Monitor with his black back and white
spots (look it up Anthony!).

The day wasn’t over yet with a pair of cool sea eagles grabbing
Reddies of the water and swooping around the trees. Not sure
what was better, the fishing or the wild life. We also raced some
black ducks across the lake to Cave Island and we can confirm that
they can fly at over 50 km/hr using Bails’ top speed as our
reference. It was a very cool sight to witnhess
as the ducks were only ten yards from the
boat and two foot off the water.

To finish a long day, we had a visit from Flop
Ear the resident kangaroo who wanted to
come in for a bourbon and coke. He did look a
bit sad when we didn’t open the door!

A big couple of days at the Juck and we now
can’t wait for the Morven comp next month to
chase a big Cod. A few secrets were sussed out, some lures won and
lost, good friends and plenty of laughs. What else is there? A few
more secret Yella location trees in exchange for some free Scotch -
maybe next year... -CL-




Total Length Award species for 2015-16

CRFA Fyshwick Marine

and Auto Electrical




ANSA and CRFA News

Rockfishing at Waddy Point, Fraser Island. Unfortunately, there have been a number of fatal accidents by anglers over the years, a sad aspect
of our sport. A few of our members have suffered serious mishaps while fishing or on fishing outings but luckily have escaped serious injury.

I was going to quietly skip this segment this month due to how busy I've been with the ANSA
Burrinjuck Convention however, there is a very important change I need to bring to your
attention. The $50,000 Defined Event Personal Injury Capital Benefits Accident cover is no
longer available to our members. This cover was previously negotiated on our Club’s behalf
by ANSA NSW and was available to all of our members (not just ANSA members).

Unfortunately, the premium for the cover increased substantially over 2013-14 and the
extent of cover available under the defined accident component reduced to only $10,000 over
2014-15. Given the increasing premiums and decreasing benefits, ANSA NSW no longer
negotiates this cover. All ANSA members in our Club are still covered for accidental death or
disability while fishing at any time or place under a blanket accident insurance policy that
ANSA NSW has in place with WorkCover NSW and is administered by the NSW Sporting
Injuries Committee.

The cost of this insurance is met through the membership fees that are paid to ANSA NSW
and this WorkCover defined accident scheme is far superior to the $50,000 Defined Event
Personal Injury Capital Benefits Accident cover. The only requirement is that when you are
fishing you must be accompanied by another person, who doesn’t have to be an ANSA
member. This requirement is for obvious safety reasons and that there needs to be a witness
to any accident for the claim to be processed. You can check out the list of benefits or visit
www.sportinginjuries.nsw.gov.au for more information.

If you are not an ANSA Member, please give serious consideration to joining. Adult
membership is $25 a year and family membership is only $30 a year. It's not a lot of money
especially given the benefits of the WorkCover defined accident scheme.

In addition, you will be supporting an organisation that supports a fellowship of anglers
through social and competitive outings, access to Master Awards, eligibility to claim State,
National and International records, and most importantly, represent your interests as a
recreational angler through peak bodies and to government.

If you
submit your photos directly to the website, you will not have to do any of the above, they will
be automatically resized as they upload so this is clearly our preferred method. Don’t blow a
valve if you do not see your photo on the site straight away, all photos still need a little
human intervention to get to the right place with text you have supplied.

Lastly, if you have some fishing (or fishing related) gear to sell, swap, want to purchase,
barter or are hoping to give away because you broke it, please send through the details and
I'll be more than happy to put it in the next newsletter.
