Bail’s & Lemmo’s Big Buckenderra Weekend Adventure

The Big Buckenderra Adventure produced a big Brown Trout for Steve Bailey. This beast measured 70 cm and 

weighed 3.32 kg 

 

The August outing was to Buckenderra, Eucumbene for the 6th & 7th of August 2016. Bails 

collected me after work and we headed off towards the mountains. First stop was Cooma and 

the nightmare of ski warriors at Maccas. After a half hour, wait we discovered our meal 

waiting at the counter with no number announced – hopeless. Bails was furious and he only 

got half his double big mac and no sauce for his nuggets! 

 

After a good laugh, for me we headed up to Buckenderra and got there about 9.00 pm and 

our key and instructions waiting for us at the gate. We found our ‘chalet’ or ‘Lodge’ way up 

the back with the other guys already crashed out. After a bit of mucking around backing the 

boat in the carport, we settled in for a couple of quiet ones before hitting the sack for an 

early start. 

 

 



Hitting the road early in the fog and frost we found the track down to the ramp which wasn’t 

the best for sedan but we made it. The ramp was just out of the water but some gravel and 

rocks off the end. We launched no worries and headed off in the fog for Wainui Bay trolling on 

the electric dodging rock reefs and hidden snags along the dead trees. Water temp was a 

freezing 5.9 degrees Celsius.

Our first fish came alongside the trees before the point. A nice little brown of 44 cm which 

turned out to be the smallest Brown for the weekend. I had an orange and yellow spot Tassie 

out way back and a Rainbow 6cm X-Rap Rapala out the side. Bails had a diving Min Min and 

Rainbow Attack Minnow out his side. 

 

When the fog lifted and we made it into Wainui the action really picked up with lots of fish 

soundings in the bay on the left and near the creek mouth, strangely in 3 – 5 metre depths 

and not near the edges.  

 

Have a look at the pictures but Bails kicked my butt as usual with all the biggest fish but NO 

missed net shots and landing his second biggest Trout ever at 70cm and 3.32 kg. The 

Min Mins were really working. A Rainbow was caught on power bait at lunch for Bails while I 

unsuccessfully throw a fly around into the wind. After lunch more bites back in the bay. The 

tally was seven landed and a few dropped including a stonker for me on the Tassie right at 

the boat. Spat it after everything was done right and the net was getting ready. Probably 

wasn’t a 70cm like Bails’s but would have been a good 65!

Heaps of Scotches and Bourbons that night and a slower start for Sunday, we went straight 

to the end of the bay. A Rainbow early for me and then a bite off on my Brown Trout Min Min 

by another stonker (bigger than Steve’s – that’s my story). The fish were all big and fought 

hard. Some had the scars of spawning still showing and tatty tales but all fought extremely 

well. All the Trout had yabbies in the guts for the ones we kept. Water temperature was 

better for Sunday at 6.2 degrees Celsius! 

It was an awesome weekend with 11 landed and many lost. Seven to Bails and four for me. 

His best measured 70cm, 58cm browns and mine measured 53cm and 50cm and a 

40 cm Rainbow. 

Eustace and Bruce landed a couple each and had a great time as well. Everyone else – you 

should have come as it was the best Trout fishing I’ve experienced for a long time. See you
