Fishing news and competitions 
New recreational fishing rules come into force 

Released 01/12/2016 

Minister for the Environment and Heritage, Mick Gentleman today  reminded Canberrans about new rules that come into 

effect today governing recreational fishing for Murray Cod. 

The Fisheries Prohibition and Declaration 2016 brings the ACT in line with New South Wales and Victorian fishing 

regulations for Murray Cod. 

“With the opening of the Murray Cod season on 1 December 2016, it is timely new rules have been implemented to help 

protect the sustainability of this iconic fish, particularly within the Murrumbidgee River,” Minister Gentleman said. 

The new rules prohibit the taking of Murray Cod less than 55 centimetres or more than 75 centimetres in length; and more 

than one Murray Cod per person in any one day in the Murrumbidgee River. 

“The Murrumbidgee River is home to an important population of Murray Cod, as identified in the National Recovery Plan for 

the species, so we need to ensure we have responsible fishing practices in place.” 

“By restricting the number of Murray Cod that can be taken from the Murrumbidgee, as well as the size range, this will help 

ensure we maintain long-term opportunities for catching Murray Cod in our lakes, ponds and rivers,” Minister Gentleman 

concluded. 

Consultation in 2015 on many of the proposed provisions relating to Murray Cod showed considerable support from the 

community. Other changes to come into effect involve prohibiting the taking of Alpine Spiny Crayfish and Rieks Crayfish, two 

native species with small, fragmented populations in the ACT. 

Signage will be updated at various popular fishing spots about the changes. Further information can be found at 

www.environment.act.gov.au.

Kevin 
and Lindsay managed to get their two All Tackle Points for Redfin while I joined Greg and 

Rose Davis for a competition of who could test Greg’s patience the most. This game involved 
casting your spinnerbaits into trees, rocks and other snags.  Not all my spinnerbaits landed 

on trees and rocks. One landed directly on top of a large carp feeding on the bank, scaring 
the living daylights out of it.

Reindeer Tartlets at the CFC Christmas Party  
by Mel Marlborough 

 
For those big kids who could not help play with their food at the CFC Christmas Party, here is 

the recipe for those Reindeer Tartlets: 
 

Ingredients: 
 

 250g packet Arnott’s Butternut Snap Cookies  

 65g unsalted butter, chopped  
 1/3 cup cream  

 200g milk or dark chocolate, chopped  
 10 vanilla marshmallows, halved horizontally  
 2 tablespoons vanilla ready-made frosting  

 20 jaffas  
 20 mini vanilla marshmallows, halved crossways  

 Rich choc fudge writing icing  
 40 mini star pretzels  

 

Method: 
 

Preheat oven to 180°C (160°C fan-forced). Place 1 biscuit over each hole of a 12-hole, 1 1/2 
tablespoon-capacity round-based tartlet tin. Bake for 2-3 minutes or until soft. Remove from 
oven. Using a small ladle or a lime, carefully press softened biscuits into tin to mould into a 

cup shape. Allow to cool. Remove from tin and transfer to serving plate. Repeat with 
remaining biscuits. 

 
Place butter, cream and chocolate in a saucepan over very low heat. Stir constantly for 7 
minutes or until melted and smooth. Pour into a clean, dry bowl and refrigerate for 20 

minutes or until cool but not set. 
 

Fill biscuit cases with 1 heaped teaspoon of chocolate mixture. Place in refrigerator for 20-25 
minutes, or until set. 

 
Using the picture as a guide, gently press 1 marshmallow half, cut-side down into each 
tartlet. Attach 1 jaffa to each marshmallow with ready-made frosting to form a nose, then 

attach 2 mini marshmallow halves above nose, cut-side up, to form eyes. Use a drop of 
writing icing to form pupils. Cut pretzels in half to form antler shapes. Place 2 pretzel pieces 

above eyes. Press to secure. Serve.

From the Editor

And not all 

eligible species have minimum size lengths e.g. Leather Jacket, Maori Wrasse, Slimy Mackerel 

and Australian Salmon in Saltwater and Redfin Perch in Freshwater (for those fishing the 

Local Lakes Outing in February). To maximise your chances, it is best to come to each outing 

armed with a wish list of species to target and a game plan to catch those species.
