Fishing photography tip and tricks - part one: Cameras

A 1.72 kg Cemetery Beach Australian Salmon, courtesy of my new Shimano Catana from Otto’s Tackle World
Canberra. I took this photo with my Smart Phone. While I prefer taking photos with my Digital SLR, I had too
many things to carry on my own from the car park down to the beach and the risk of damaging the camera with
sand was too high.

Next month is the start of the next volume of the Canberra Fisherman’s Club Newsletter and
the start of another 12 months of the monthly photo comp. Jon Vogel and Phil Lawrence
dominated the photo comp for 2016-17 and it is no surprise: they both capture some
fantastic fish and they are prepared to put a little thought into how they frame their photos.
Hopefully, I can offer you some tips that will enable you to give Jon and Phil some friendly
competition in the 2017-18 photo comp.

Before I go any further, I am not a professional photographer. Rather, Photography is part of
a compulsive and obsessive need on my part to record everything around me. I have been
doing this since I was eight after I given a Brownie 110 Cartridge Pocket Camera for
Christmas. Over the years, I have learnt many tips and tricks over the years through trial and
error, attending workshops, copying ideas from fishing magazines, and learning off other Club
members.

In this newsletter, I will talk about the different kinds of cameras, and then move onto how to
‘frame’ your photos in next month’s newsletter.




For close-up photos on a fine day your smart phone can take great grip and grin pictures like this one of Colin
Clark with a Bream at the Narooma Convention.

For our purposes, cameras can be grouped into three types: smart phones, compact digital
cameras, and digital single lens reflex (DSLRs). All three types of cameras are capable of
taking good photos these days. But each type of camera has their limitations. Choosing which
camera to take on your next fishing trip will depend on what you want to take photos of and
under what conditions.

For example, let’s say you are on a trip up the Top End chasing Barra. During the day, your
smart phone will take great photos of you holding your fish under sunny conditions and even
under mild overcast conditions. Depending on how sunny the weather is, you might need to
remove your hat as the flash on the smart phone is not powerful enough to fill in the shadows
on your face. The flash on a compact digital camera and DSLR will be strong enough to fill in
those shadows. Your smart phone will also take great wide-angle shots of the scenery under
sunny and mild overcast conditions.

One of the great things about fishing is the wildlife we encounter, whether it be a
White-Bellied Sea Eagle snatching a Bream out of the water, a pod of dolphins or Humpback
Whales, or a crocodile sunning itself on the bank. Chances are, your smart phone won't be
able to take great photos - either the animals will be too small or the picture will be blurred
because they are travelling too fast. You will get better photos with the optical zoom of a
compact digital camera but, you will need a DSLR with a fast shutter speed and 250 mm
telephoto lens if you want a photo that won't look out of place on the front cover of National
Geographic.

While DSLRs definitely take much better photos under a wider variety of situations, they are
bulky and heavy. A DSLR camera might not be practical on small boats, rainy weather, or
when you’ve got your hands full carrying your fishing gear down to the beach or riverbank.




DSLRs are also expensive and vulnerable to the elements. For example, I rarely take my
DSLR with me when I go beach fishing as the risk of sand damaging the camera is very high.
I learnt this the hard way on day one on first trip to Broome in 2011.

Regardless of the type of camera you use, you need to know how to compose a photograph.
The basic techniques for composing good photos applies to all cameras. I'll share some of
those techniques in Part 2 of this article in the next newsletter.
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Coila Lake an hour after sunrise taken with my iPhone. Smart phones can take stunning
wide-angle scenery shots providing there is adequate lighting.
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You will need a DSLR with a decent telephoto lens to get great wildlife shots as most animals
will be too far away for a smart phone or compact digital cameras. In some cases, you might
get close enough with your smart phone although most animals will flee if you do. Others might
eat you if you get too close like this six metre Saltie on the banks of the Victoria River.
