Someone picked a bad day to launch their tinnie and petrol-driven outboard and race past several ACT Rangers,
Environmental Protection Agency Staff, National Capital Authority CEO Peter Beutel, and a few TV camera crews.
One of them was bound to phone the Water Police...and they did.

Welcome to the start of Winter and the final month of the 2017-18 Fishing Year. We hope
you are fishing right up to the end of the month as I understand there are still opportunities
to claim trophies and awards for both our Club competition and the ANSA NSW 12-month
competition. But more on that later.

Our June Newsletter covers the ACT Government'’s blitz on illegal fishing, an announcement of
the new Skipper’s Award, and articles on the ANSA Lake Lyell Convention and the Narooma
Outing.

ACT Government’s blitz on illegal fishing

I attended the ACT Government’s launch of a
blitz on illegal fishing on 7 June 2018. The
launch was attended by several rangers,
Environmental Protection Authority officers,
Peter Beutel, CEO of the National Capital
Authority, ABC News, WIN News, Nine News,
and the Canberra Times. By unfortunate
coincidence, an angler raced past everyone in
full view with a petrol driven outboard,
providing an unscripted media opportunity

when the water police were quickly notified. ABC News camera captures the Water Police
heading out to apprehend the tinnie motoring
around with an outboard motor.




However, the focus of the blitz was the use of opera house nets, set lines and unattended
rods. If you spot illegal fishing activity, it’s best not to remove set lines, opera house nets and
other illegal traps yourself. Instead, contact Crime Stoppers on 1800 333 000 or Access
Canberra on 13 22 81 so that the rangers have the opportunity to place the setlines or traps
under surveillance.

The Skipper’'s Award

Hopefully, you read my email earlier this month announcing the new Skipper’s Award. The
award is not restricted to boat owners but all members who take newer members or less
experienced members fishing with them during the fishing year. Under the current wording,
the Committee has the discretion to give the award to one or more members, or none if there
are no nominations and no obvious candidates. But I hope we have plenty of contenders for
the Skipper’s Award next year.

Announcement of the new Skipper’s Award

The Committee has approved the creation of the Skipper's Award under paragraph 18 of the
Club By-laws (Awards decided by the Committee), as follows:

The Skipper’s Award

The Committee may, from time to time, present to any member, who, in the
opinion of the Committee, has gone out of his or her way to assist other
members (especially new members or less experienced members) improve their
fishing skills or participate in fishing experiences they would not ordinarily have
access to.

To be eligible for this award, the member under consideration must not be a
parent, spouse, partner, sibling, child, cousin or parent-in-law, sister-in-law or
brother-in-law of other members he or she has taken fishing.

Nominations for the Skipper’s Award should include a short description of who
the member has taken fishing during the Club year (including whether they were
new members or less experienced members), how the member actively assisted
others in improving their fishing skills or otherwise assisting others, and
examples of any notable captures or experiences.

The award is not restricted to boat owners but all members who take newer members or less
experienced members fishing with them during the fishing year. The intent of the award is to
reward members who go out of their way to help newer members or less experienced
members gain more angling skills or experience. The new award will commence in the
2018-19 fishing year starting 1 July 2018.

ACT Government launches blitz on illegal fishing
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MEDIA RELEASE

7 June 2018

lllegal fishing enforcement blitz begins on ACT waterways

TODAY, the ACT Government In partnership with the National Capital Authority (NCA) and the Canberra Fisherman's
Club urged Canberrans to report sightings of illegal ‘opera house® style fishing nets In ACT lakes, rivers and streams as
ACT Parks and Comservation begin an enforcement blitz in local waterways.

Director of ACT Parks and Conservation Semvice, Daniel Iglesias, stressod that enclosed nets and traps of any kind are not
permitted in Canberra reglon watersays,

“These kind of nets are destructive to native wildlife and can kil platypus, water rats and the protected Murray River
craylish, which become stuck in the nats and drown,™ said Mr Igledas.

“Enfarcement patroks have increased across all bodles of water in the ACT targeting set lines, unattended rods, and
checking size and bag limits. We're also reinforcing the message that enclosed nets are llegal in the ACT = a message
we've been communicating for well over a decade,” said Mr lglesias.

The blitz coincides with the closure of the ACT trout Mshing season which ends at midnight on Monday 11 June 20148,
Rainbow and brown trout caught in ACT waters must be released unharmed while the current fishing restrictions remain
in place until the October Labour Day long weakend,

The ACT has an excellent reputation lor recreational fishing and the ACT Government, with help lrom the NCA and
Canberra Fisherman's Club, have been working to relntroduce a selection of native fish, mainly Murray Cod and Golden
Perch, to ACT lakes, The blitz will ensure the trout are protected during their winter spawning seaton and will assist in
protecting Canberra's healthy freshwater ecosystem.

WNCA Executive Director of the Natlonal Capltal Estate, Lachlan Wood, staled that our mast known waterway, Lake Burley
Griffin, I& gaining considerable intarstate interest,

“Within the recreational lishing fraternity, our lake s now considered a destination native lishery and a reliable producer
ol football-shaped Golden Perch over S0cm In length and 3-4Kg in welght.” said Mr Wood.

“More than 1.5 million lish have been Intreduced to Canberra’s lakes and pords including since a lish stocking
program started In the mid-1990s. This has provided a more balanced ecosystem Lo these waterways and L 5 this
ecosystem that we as a community need 1o continue o maintain and protect,” sabd Mr Wood.

People are urged Lo repart lllegal flishing activity such as enclosed traps, set lines and unatiended rods to repon o Crime
Stoppers on 1800 333 000 or Access Canberra on 13 22 B1. Anyone caught fishing trout during the closed season can be
issued with an on-the-spot-fine ol 5250 with the maximum penally of up to 55,500,

ANSA Lake Lyell Convention enjoys record attendance in 2018

Nigel Sharp, Treasurer of the Central Tablelands Acclimatisation Society, claimed the non-ANSA category Longest
Trout Trophy with this 645 mm Brown on fly at Thompsons Creek Dam.

The eleventh annual ANSA Lake Lyell Convention was held on 25-26 May 2018. The
Convention is a catch and release length-based comp for Trout and Bass hosted by the Sea
Bees Fishing Club. This year, the boundaries of the competition were widened to include
Thompsons Creek Dam and Lake Wallace.

The Convention was attended by a record 126 anglers from Sea Bees Fishing Club, Botany
Bay Sportsfishing Club, Toongabbie Sports Fishing Club, Wollongong Sportsfishing Club,
Nowra Sportsfishing Club, South Sydney Amateur Fishing Association, Happy Hookers Fishing
Club, Outcasts Fishing Club, and one angler from Canberra Fisherman’s Club. That one angler
was me of course.

I pre-fished the Convention on Thursday evening and Friday morning soaking powerbaits
where fished last time in 2016. However, the lake shore was green with slimy algae and there
were few places to fish from the bank due to think patches of ribbon weed. So I decided to
give Thompsons Creek Dam a look for the first time.

Thompsons Creek Dam is located near Lithgow and Wallerawang and is used primarily as an
off creek water storage for the Mount Piper and Wallerawang power stations. The dam is on
private property and access is granted to anglers only under strict conditions including no




wading more than one metre off the bank, access only one hour before sunrise to four hours
after sunset, lure and fly only, no boats/kayaks, and no fishing (or climbing) off the dam wall.

In previous years, I was encouraged by Sea Bees members to have a look at Thompsons
Creek Dam - it is said to hold trophy-sized Rainbows and Browns. However, I was also
warned that Thompsons Creek Dam is a ‘lake of a thousand casts’. The Trout are there, and
are big, but they don’t get big for nothing. As I spoke to other anglers who were also fishing
Thompsons Creek Dam over the weekend, I heard many stories of anglers sighting huge
Trout off the bank and ignoring every fly and lure dropped in front of their noses.

After my first session at the dam on Friday afternoon, I decided to spend the entire weekend
there, notwithstanding it’s reputation as a tough fishery. The water was pristine, compared to
Lake Lyell, and I spotted many large trout cruising the lake. Unfortunately, I did no good but,

I did speak to a number of anglers and picked their brains on fly selection, where to fish,
times of day, and times of year.

Two of the anglers I met were Ray Tang, who works at the Mount Piper Power Station and
Secretary of the Central Tablelands Acclimatisation Society, and Nigel Sharp, who is the

Treasurer of the acclimatisation society. The Central Tablelands Acclimatisation Society stocks

the lakes and impoundments in the area including Lake Lyell and Thompsons Creek Dam.
They were fly fishing the dam since 5 am on Saturday morning, and caught and released

several trout between them, including Ray’s 45 cm Rainbow Trout, and Nigel’s 64.5 cm Brown

Trout. Nigel went on to claim the trophy for Longest Trout in the Non-ANSA category.

All up, 95 fish were caught and released over the weekend:

On the second cast, Zach's nipper floated down to just deep enough for us to lose sight of the
bait and straight away hooked up to his first catch of the weekend (31 cm Tailor). Every cast
had bites, but it was becoming apparent that those were smaller fish as it was light taps
rather than a proper take.

Meanwhile, my nipper under the float wasn't touched. We decided to move on after 30
minutes at that spot and, just as I finished packing up and was about to pick up my rod, it
doubled over and the drag went screaming. I took hold of the rod and looked at the float to
see it moving away and a dark shadow of a massive ray under the water. Realising what was
going on, I grabbed the reel and yanked and, amazingly, got all my gear back including the
hook. I am guessing the hook must had just caught on to the top of the ray and didn't
actually hook up.

The water was so clear I could see right down to
the bottom and watch as the little bream take the nippers away from our hooks. The last
spot we tried was at the boardwalk. But the current was quite strong there as well as it was a
rising tide. While I could see whiting just under the surface of the water, we couldn't actually
get the bait to its mouth before the leather jackets got to them. While Zach got a couple of
them, the little man said "this is impossible" in frustration and we decided it was time to pull
the plug.
