4. Taking no more than our immediate

5. Supporting and encouraging activities
that preserve, restore and enhance
fisheries and fish habitat

6. Understanding and observing all
fishing regulations and reporting illegal
fishing activities

7. Preventing pollution and protecting
wildlife by removing rubbish

8. Taking care when boating and
anchoring to avoid damage to wildlife
and habitat

9. Using established roads and tracks

10.Reporting environmental damage

11.Avoiding unnecessary interactions with
wildlife species and their habitats

12.Practising courtesy towards all those
who use inland and coastal waters

13.0btaining permission from landholders
and traditional owners before entering
their land

14.Caring for our own safety and the
safety of others when fishing.




President’s Report

Welcome to our April Newsletter. We're still in the middle of the COVID-19 Pandemic and it’s
difficult to say when we can resume business as usual for our Club.

You would have seen in our email of 4 April 2020 that, sadly, our Club competition has been
suspended. This is in line with the announcements of ANSA National, ANSA NSW, and ANSA
Qld to suspend records, Masters, and the state 12-month competitions. As stated by ANSA
NSW when it suspended the NSW 12-month competition, fishing competitions are not a
reasonable excuse to go fishing.

However, fishing is still legal in New South Wales and the Australian Capital Territory. As it is
not easy to interpret how other rules of social distancing and not engaging in non-essential
travel apply when going fishing, individual members should make their own decisions on
whether to go fishing based on their own circumstances.

Hopefully, it won’t be too long before the COVID-19 social distancing rules and other
restrictions can be relaxed so that we can resume our Club activities.

In the meantime, ANSA NSW is running a CO-VIDEO 19 challenge. The rules are simple and
open to all our members:

1. The competition will run for 90 days.

2. Post the videos to the ANSA NSW Facebook Page .

3. ANSA NSW will then drag them across to the ANSA NSW YouTube Channel.

4. Try and use the word “Co-Video 19 Challenge” in the video via an edited heading or
closing credit.

5. No swearing or offensive behaviour.

6. ANSA NSW will chose 3 random videos after 90 days that will win some great prizes

and then ask the members to vote on the ANSA NSW Committee selection from our
Top 5 for the ultimate winner.

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ANSA NSW Notice: COVID-19 and our fishing for the
immediate future

Dear ANSA NSW Members,

Following advice we have received from ANSA National, ANSA NSW has agreed to implement
the following actions with regards to ANSA activities in NSW.

In accordance with the current NSW Health Regulations and Public Health Orders, we should
try and stay home, at the very least for the next 90 days. Read more here.

In this pandemic, ANSA NSW cannot and will not advocate that its members should fish in
competitions. ANSA NSW does not believe its competitions are a reasonable excuse to go
fishing.

It is the individual's choice to go fishing. Fishing is still legal under the new Government
guidelines. Although you can still legally fish in NSW, please be mindful that many anglers
are choosing not to fish due to the circumstances.

In order to keep a level playing field, ANSA NSW will be suspending ANSA NSW fishing
activities. As of midnight THURSDAY 2ND APRIL 2020 all ANSA NSW Conventions, NSW
Record Claims, the 12 Month State Competition and Masters Claims are suspended until
further notice.

Please be advised, that ANSA NSW 12 month competition captures made prior to this
announcement will still be allowed within the nominated 35 day submission period. Captures
made as of Friday 3rd April 2020 will not be accepted.

In the meantime, we will launch a few interactive online competitions to keep us all occupied.
Stay tuned and stay safe.

Update on the CFC 12-month competition

Dear Members and Supporters,

Following on from the ANSA National advice we received on 1 April 2020, the Committee
voted in favour of suspending the Club’s 12-month competition until further notice.

It is our understanding that it is still legal to continue fishing in NSW and the ACT. However,
the circumstances under which fishing is still permitted is limited, meaning not all members
will have access to the same fishing opportunities. In addition, some members have chosen
not to go fishing to ensure their own personal safety and for that of their families and co-
workers.

To keep a level playing field for all members, all CFC fishing activities from midnight tonight
are suspended until further notice.

Capture forms for fish caught on and from 5 April 2020 will no longer be accepted. In
accordance with the 30-day rule, members have until 5 May 2020 to submit capture forms for
fish caught up to midnight tonight. IF YOU HAVE NOT SUBMITTED YOUR CAPTURE FORM YET,
DO SO NOW.

It is customary that updates to the Club Championship Leader Board are not published after
1 May 2020. Given the COVID-19 lockdown measures are in place for 90 days, there will be
no further updates to the Club Championship Leader Board.

In summary, captures are no longer eligible for:

o National records (from 2 April 2020)

Masters Awards (from 2 April 2020)

NSW State records (from 2 April 2020)

ANSA NSW 12-month competition (from 2 April 2020)
CFC 12-month competition (from 5 April 2020)

A further advice will be provided once ANSA NSW has advised whether members are still
covered under ANSA’s Sports Cover Liability insurance for accidental death or injury while
fishing.

Finally, please stay safe during this difficult time.
