By the time we returned to our
cabin, I was very much looking
forward to eating a roast dinner.

Unfortunately, this was the worst
roast I had ever cooked.

I purchased a new brand of ‘environmentally friendly’ heat beads for the Weber, which was a
couple of dollars cheaper than standard heat beads. To my horror, I discovered they don’t
generate as much heat as the standard heat beads and don't last as long. The result was
better described as a dry-stewed slab of beef rather than a roast beef.
