Jackson Chinu System = BREAM 
Jon Vogel aka the Armchair Angler 

 

I've had several Jackson Chinu Koroli in my 'misc tackle' box for quite a while now. In fact, 
I’m pretty sure I picked up one or two from the raffle prize table more as a curiosity, and I 
suspect others may have done so too. 

 
According to Mr Google, ‘Chinu’ is Japanese for Bream, and while these Jackson lures have 

been specifically designed with Bream in mind, I'm sure they must be equally effective on 
other species too. For example, how could a passing Flathead not be attracted? At the next 
available opportunity, I also intend to target Lake Burley Griffin Redfin using this method, 

though that perhaps is the subject of another article. 
 

Anyway, I’ve never really worked out how to fish these unusual little lures. However, all will 
now be revealed. 

 
This YouTube video shows the Jackson Chinu Koroli being used solo – and while it’s possible it 
may attract a curious bream, it seems to be lacking something special to entice a strike.

However, it's when a small buoyant yabby claw gets added to the mix (e.g. Jackson Chinu 
Koro Craw) that the magic starts to happens (jump to 1:00).

JACKSON CHINU KOROLI 

  
The first part of the Jackson Chinu System consists of a bottom-weighted hard body that can 

be cast a long way and then twitched back along the bottom. It also has a small lumo tube on 
the hook that can be used to jam the hook into a vertical position to greatly reduce the 

chance of snags in rougher territory. 
 
JACKSON CHINU KORO CRAW 

  
The second part of the system is a small buoyant soft plastic which imitates a yabby/nipper 
extremely well – claws floating towards the surface in an aggressive life-like manner.   

According to the manufacturer, they are also impregnated with the enticing scent of amino 
acids extracted from small crustaceans, which Bream just love (apparently). 

 
Magic Combination 
 

Both lures are claimed to be effective by themselves, however when rigged in combination, 
they promise to be a much more productive proposition. 

 
  



Techniques 
 
All techniques require the lure to first sink to the bottom (there are other methods better 

suited to searching mid-water): 
• Quick quarter-to-half turns of the reel handle followed by 1-5 second pauses works 

well. 
• A very slow rolling retrieve with frequent pauses may also work well, especially with 

more timid fish. 

• ‘Hop’ the lure along the bottom by gently lifting the rod tip.   Hint: To avoid slack-lining 
on the drop always lower the rod tip too. 

• Faster variations of the above can be used to target more aggressive species like 
Flathead. 

 
Rigging 
 

• Prepare leader as normal (I recommend fluorocarbon).   As with all finesse situations, 
the lighter the better – though best to be mindful that when fishing the bottom, snags 

are inevitable. 
• Tie or clip the Chinu Koroli lure and then jam the lumo tubing up over the eye of the 

hook so that it sits in an upright position (this is the critical part which many overlook). 

• Attach the soft plastic simply by hooking it through the middle of the base and push 
the hook barb through the segmented section. 

 
Because there's no grub-keeper on the hook, the plastic craw can be held more securely in 
place with a small dab of super glue. Another method favoured by those with access to a 

fly-tying vice & thread is to whip several layers of thread around the shank of the hook to 
provide more traction for the soft plastic. Alternatively, the factory fitted hook can be 

replaced with a very small fine-wire weedless hook: 

 
 
Alternative 

 
An alternative is to 'ned rig' using a TT NedlockZ jighead (or any mushroom style jighead) 

and a Zman 2.5" TRD CrawZ (or any highly buoyant craw or creature soft plastic). The trick 
to this technique is to only use floating soft plastics, and to trim short if necessary. 

 

 

 



Due to the lack of articulation, ned rigged floating claws are not quite as wafty in the water. 
However, I suspect when push comes to shove it’d be just as effective as the Jackson Chinu 
System (and much cheaper too). 

 
Alternatives aside, the whole purpose of this brief article was to provide instruction on how to 

use those curious little prawn-like thingamabobs you picked up from the prize table a few 
years ago, but never worked out what to do with them. Well now you know. 
 

 
  



A blast from the past

It’s been a rather grim summer, and I’m sure you’re all concerned what impact this will have 

on our fish stocks. This Summer has taken ‘grim’ to a level few, if any, have every 
experienced and hope never to experience again. While not on the same level of ‘grimness’, 

it’s worth reading this fishing report from the late Bryan Pratt from the Canberra Chronicle 
from April 1998.  
 

Thank you Jon for sharing this article, I’ve reproduced his email to me and Bryan’s fishing 
report. 

 
G'day Anthony, 
 

I found the attached clipping today when thumbing through an old copy of Bryan 
Pratt's book "The Canberra Fisherman" which had been gifted me by Keith after he'd 

done some cleaning up a year or two back. 
 
It's from The Canberra Chronicle dated 1/4/98 and features an article by Bryan entitled 

"Trout stock dwindle as drought worsens". 
 

I thought it might make something worth including in an upcoming newsletter, the 
headline of which seems very topical and timely even though it harks back to a time 

when Googong produce good trout. 
 
It was also a time when "... Lake George was one of Australia's largest permanent 

natural lakes and contained Cod, Golden & Silver Perch and also Redfin ...".  That 
article also covers the closure of the Woodlawn mine (zinc, lead and copper) adjacent 

to Lake George, and expresses concern that inadequate provisions had been made for 
restoration and/or to stop leaching from the tailings dam which might then ruin one of 
the word's greatest trout streams of all time ... the mighty Molonglo River.  It's 

interesting to note that 20 years after closure in 1998 due to the collapse of metal 
prices in the wake of what was dubbed the Asian Financial Crisis, that the same mine 

was due to be returned to full operation. 
 
Different times back then since in Mar/Apr 1998 Eucumbene was at 74% and 

Jindabyne at 66%, however Burrinjuck languished at 9%, Tantangara 6%, and 
Blowering 13%. 

 
But some things never change because even then Bryan was flogging Stucky's hand 
made Burrinjuck Specials.  I have about a dozen ... somewhere, and I'm sure they 

were as expensive then as they are now. 
 

Anyway, I hope you enjoy reading the article and if you wanted to include it in the 
newsletter then I can also send a high quality .jpg image. However, if you don't think 
it's worth putting in the newsletter do let me know and I might circulate it to one or 

two in the club who've been around a while and might enjoy this blast from the past.
