A day trip to Narooma on 21 March 2020

My first fish for 2020: 42 cm 0.52 kg Flathead on a chartreuse clouser.

With the prospect of the nation going into lockdown, I decided to head to the coast for a day
trip. My first stop was the boat ramp at Mummaga Lake in Dalmeny where, you guessed it, I
was after that 94 cm Flathead Zachary Zhao caught and released at the Narooma
Convention.

Of course, the wind picked up just as I assembled my fly rod. Casting into the wind, I was in
danger of getting my face whacked with a chartreuse clouser fly.

It was a rather undignified
spectacle and I was forced to
apply the only useful thing I
learnt in Sunday School: if you're
not catching fish, then try the
other side (John 21:6).

42 cm 0.52 kg Flathead. surrounded by other anglers who did not want to fish this gutter
earlier.




My next stop was Cemetery Beach. The big gutter in front of the car park was already
occupied by many anglers. Never mind, that smaller gutter in front of Little Lake was free,
and has produced three trophy winning Salmon for me at previous Conventions. It was not
long before I was fighting a 42 cm Salmon on 2 kg line. This caught the attention of others on
the beach who promptly invited themselves to my gutter.

It wasn't quite like the shoulder to shoulder experience when fishing the Tailor run on Fraser
Island. But maybe ScoMo and the National Cabinet could have announced specific rules for
social distancing when beach fishing. However, the other anglers were careful not to get in
my way whenever I was fighting a Salmon on 2 kg line, and one group of anglers even
cooked me dinner afterwards.

The evening ended after a casting mishap, and I just fell one fish shy of my bag limit. So
after packing up and spending 45 minutes looking for my car keys, I drove back home with
what will probably be my last five fish caught for 2019-20.

My best fish for the evening was a 53 cm 1.61 kg Salmon on 2 kg line. No doubt the whole yakka inside its stomach contributed to some
valuable ANSA points for the 12-month comp!
