Life Jacket Information to get out to members

Just had my jackets by Alan and he gave me the follow information to pass onto members so
they do not get fined come January. So the Stormy Jackets we got through the club all them
years ago are no longer legal from January 2021 as they are under the old standard. It was
an expensive visit as one of my other jackets had a hole in the bladder so three new Jackets
and one serviced. But what price do you put on safety?

IT'S TIME TO START THINKING ABOUT
UPDATING YOUR LIFEJACKETS

Back in 2010 the standard for lifejackets was changed from
AS1512 to AS4758. With that change saw the change in
the way we refer to our lifejackets from Type 1, 2 or 3 to
Levels 100+, 50 and 50S. For most of us it didn't really
mean much at all, we could continue using the lifejackets
we had but that period hasn't got much longer to go.

From January 2021, the old AS1512 PFDs/lifejackets will
no longer be accepted and you must update to the current
standard which is AS4758.1
